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Wiek dwudziesty, a po nim tez poczatek dwudziestego pierwszego stulecia stusznie
okresla sie jako epoke kryzysow ekologicznych, znamionujac niepokojaca tendencje
utraty harmonii pomigdzy cztowiekiem a naturg. Liczne wojny, katastrofy technogenne
postawity ludzkos¢ na granicy przetrwania. Cztowiek pod grozba samozniszczenia
reflektywnie zaczat ,,tabuowac”, tzn. budowa¢ systemy zakazéw w relacjach z tymi
obiektami przyrody, ktore si¢ okazaly w niebezpieczenstwie totalnego zniszczenia
(np.: Czerwona ksigega jako system tabu). Zresztg reglamentacja relacji z przyroda
poprzez droge przymusu, kontroli, zakazéw 1 kar okazala si¢ mato efektywna. Idac
dalej, zrozumiatym wobec tego staje si¢ fakt, iz przyrode i zresztg sama ludzko$¢ moze
uratowaé tylko potezny rozwdj kultury 1 sposoboéw kulturowego opanowania
srodowiska przyrodniczego.

Czolowej roli w osiggnieciu spoteczenstwem ekologicznego bezpieczenstwa
nabywa edukacja. Problemy ekologicznej edukacji aktywnie badajg ukrainscy badacze
(L.Bityk, N.Lysenko, L.Lukjanowa, O.Ptachotnik, Z.Ptochij, G.Pustowit, N.Pustowit,
S.Sowgira 1 in.). Zresztg kulturologicznie aspekty ekologicznej edukacji sg zbadane
epizodyczny ( M.Jakowenko, W.Krysaczenko, S.Krymskyj, M.Gotube¢).

Celem refleksji artykutlu jest jeden z najbardziej aktualnych probleméw w
dzisiejszych czasach w kontekscie bezpieczenstwa ekologicznego, a mianowicie
problem harmonizacji relacji w systemie ,.cztowiek-przyroda”. Mamy na celu
uzasadni¢ rolg ekologicznej estetyki w systemie ekologicznej edukacji dzieci i
mtodziezy.

Wzajemne powigzania przyrody i kultury sa oczywiste. Przyroda nasyca kulture,
czynigc ja w ten sposob wazng. Kultura wykorzystuje mozliwosci przyrody zgodnie ze
swoimi funkcjami. Przyroda i kultura stale wspotdziataja, niby ,,poprawiajac” siebie
nawzajem, pomagaja sobie ujawnic¢ swojg istotg.

W historii rozwoju filozofii istniaty przekonania, ze kultura przeciwstawia si¢
przyrodzie (np.: J.-J. Rousseau, Lew Totstoj w procesie poszukiwania moralnego sensu
ludzkiego bytu stali po stronie nihilizmu kulturowego, uwazajac kulture za site
destruktywng w stosunku do przyrody). Nawet dzisiaj badana jest opozycja ,,przyroda-
kultura” w dzietach wybitnych filozofow 1 kultorologow (w szczegdlnosci: O.
Spenglera, C. Lévi-Straussa, J. Huizingi i in.).

Jednak wigkszo$¢ jest sktonna stwierdzié, ze kultura nie tyle si¢ r6zni od przyrody,
o ile jest zwigzana z nig, a nawet w pewien sposob zawiera ja w sobie. Wychodzimy z
zalozenia, ze granica pomigdzy przyroda a kulturg nie jest absolutna. Jest ona
wzgledna, poniewaz nie przeciwstawia je, lecz rozr6znia w granicach pewnej
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catosciowosci. W aspekcie ogolnohistorycznym przyroda nabywa potencjalnie
kulturowego znaczenia i staje si¢ ,,cze$cig” kultury. W tym znaczeniu kultura nie
uniewaznia znaczenie przyrody dla cziowieka, przeciez sama jest dla cztowieka
specyficzng formg zwigzku z przyroda oraz jednosci z nig. Kultura w swej istocie jest
odniesieniem czlowieka do przyrody. Kultura jest takze przejawem cztowieczenstwa
Ww znaczeniu uniwersalnym w stosunku do $wiata.

Oddzielenie przyrody od kultury, wedlug nas, jest uwarunkowane bledna
koncepcja kultury, co wyznacza niskg efektywnos$¢ wspoétdziatania z przyroda. Chodzi
o przewartosciowanie osiggnie¢ materialnych oraz o lekcewazenie duchowymi racjami
kultury. Materialne osiggnigcia spoleczenstwa tworza kulture tylko wtedy, gdy
pomagaja udoskonali¢ czlowieka 1 jego relacje z przyroda. Zdaniem Alberta
Schweitzera kultura, ktora troszczy si¢ wylacznie o dobra materialne bez nalezytego
rozwoju duchowego, jest podobna do statku, ktory stracit sterownos$¢ i jest skazany na
katastrofe [3, s.34].

Kultura tradycyjnie definiowana jest jako uniwersalny atrybut socjalnosci; jako
uniwersalno-tworczy sposob odniesienia do $wiata; jako przestrzen do realizacji
wartosci ludzkich; jako symboliczny lub tez semiotyczny system; jako krolestwo
Prawdy, Dobra i Pickna (zwtaszcza w koncepcjach teologicznych) i in.

Bez watpienia kultura jest wielofunkcyjnym systemem spotecznym, ktoremu
nalezyzapewni¢ materialny i duchowy rozw¢j ludzkosci w absolutnej harmonii z
natura. Rozwoj kultury powinien odbywac si¢ nie kosztem przyrody, lecz w imig jej
dobrobytu. Tylko wtedy kultura bedzie nabywaé charakteru humanistycznego jako
sfera samowartosci cztlowieka.

Interpretowac kulturg nalezy nie tylko jako wynik ludzkiej dziatalno$ci, ale takze
jako jakos$ciowa ceche tej samej dziatalnosci. Nie kazdg dziatalnos¢ w przyrodzie
mozna uwazac za kulturowa, lecz tylko te, ktora zawiera w sobie elementy tworczosci,
ma wartosciowe znaczenie, charakteryzuje si¢ wysoka wydajnoscig. Poprzez taka
dziatalno$¢ cztowiek nie tylko tworzy przyrode, ale tez pod wptywem przyrody tworzy
siebie jako podmiot kultury.

W tym sensie najwazniejsza funkcja kultury jest to, ze potrafi ona poteznie wpltywac
na relacje cztowieka do przyrody [1, s. 34]. Wartosci duchowe wykreowane przez
kulture tworza powszechnie wazne normy w stosunku do przyrody. W s$wietle tych
norm kultura jest §wiatem wartosci ludzkich 1 subiektywnych sensow. Wiasnie kultura
pomaga ludzko$ci poprawnie zagospodarowaé potezny 1 gigantyczny potencjal
rozumu, byle tylko nie stat si¢ on niszczycielskim i niebezpiecznym.

Kultura gromadzi i przekazuje kulturowo-historyczne do$wiadczenie. Mozna ja
uwaza¢ za zjawisko ogolnoswiatowe, ktore zostato stworzone droga mnozenia
doswiadczen wielu pokolen w skutek dialogu mig¢dzyetnicznego. Kulture mozna
uwaza¢ za ,pami¢¢ spoleczenstwa”, w ktorej zapisane sg moralno-duchowe
osiggniecia ludzkosci w relacjach jej z naturg.

Filozofia, moralno$¢, sztuka, edukacja aktywnie tworzg konceptualne podejscia do
problematyki wspoéldziatania cztowieka ze srodowiskiem przyrodniczym. Tworzy to
duchowy paradygmat rozwoju ludzkosci. R6zne systemy filozoficzne, ktore wskazujg
droge do poznania oraz tworczego opanowania przyrody s3a niewatpliwie tworem
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kultury. Zachowujg si¢ dzigki kulturze 1 przekazywane sg nastgpnym pokoleniom jako
uniwersalne przejawy uswiadomienia przez cztwieka swojego miejsca w przyrodzie.
Ludzko$¢ rowniez musi przyznac si¢ do faktu, iz kazda epoka — $wiadomie lub
podswiadomie — zyje tym, co zrodzito si¢ w umystach myslicieli. Albert Schweitzer
wysoce cenit globalne znaczenie dobr kultury dla rozwoju cywilizacji. Stusznie tez
zauwazyl, ze sterowane spoleczenstwa — duze 1 mate — moga realizowa¢ wytacznie to,
co istnieje w mysleniu epoki. Instrument, na ktérym nalezy im gra¢, nie jest zrobiony
prze nich — one po prostu sg przystawione do niego. Utwor muzyczny takze nie byt
stworzony przez nich — dla nich zaproponowane sg juz gotowe nuty. Tak wlasnie w
sposob obrazowy wybitny filozof scharakteryzowat rol¢ koncepcji kulturologicznych,
ktore ukierunkowuja rozwoj postepu spotecznego [3].

Dzisiaj relacje spoteczenstwa z przyroda zdolne sg wyznaczy¢é mocne paradygmaty
ekologiczne, a mianowicie koncepcje intelektualistyczne oraz humanitarno-duchowe:
teoria W. Wernadskiego o noosferz, etyka poszanowania zycia, stworzona przez A.
Schweitzera, etyka kosmiczna K. Ciotkowskiego, etyka ziemi A. Leopolda, zywa etyka
M. Roericha; moralna koncepcja przyrody D. Datty, ekologia gtcboka A.Naessa, teoria
biofilii E.Wilsona, koncepcja koewolucji N.Moisiejewa, zasada odpowiedzialnosci
H.Jonasa, ekofilozofia B.Nortona, koncepcja W. Watanabe dotyczaca roli przyrody w
kulturze japonskiej 1 in.

Odpowiednio do poszukiwan/badan konceptualnych powstaja tez nowe kierunki
wiedzy ekologicznej: etyka ekologiczna (M.Zibner, T.Kiefer, D.Koztowski, E.Laszlo,
M. Misze, D. Pierce, J. Tinbergen i in.); psychologia ekologiczna (S. Deriabo i W.
Jaswin i in..); estetyka ekologiczna (D.Diki, T.Jessop, J. McDermott, N. Mankowska,
J. Sepanma, M. Walis, H. Jang i in.).

W praktyce cata kultura w swej réznorodnosci konceptualnej na ogot integruje sie
w jednym kontekscie zycia, tzn. kultura spoteczenstwa niewatpliwie szuka drogi
wyjscia w kulturze osobowosci. Kultura spoteczenstwa odzwierciedla si¢ w kulturze
cztowieka, ta z kolei syntezuje si¢ w kulturze gtdwnych modeli stosunku cztowieka do
przyrody: teoretycznym (kultura myslenia ekologicznego), praktycznym (kultura
dziatalnosci 1 zachowania w przyrodzie), duchowo-praktycznym (kultura uczu¢).

Wyjatkowej wagi w wychowaniu kultury osobowosciowej w odniesieniu do
przyrody nabiera kulturotwércza rola edukacji. Doktadnie to pedagodzy, pracujacy z
dzie¢mi oraz miodzieza, powinni ksztattowac taki rodzaj relacji z przyroda, ktory w
przysztosci bedzie wyznaczac styl zycia 1 zachowania kazdego indywiduum. Powinni
tez przekazywaé nie tylko wiedze o przyrodzie. Rzecza watpliwg jest, ze pelnia
wiedzy, w tym przypadku, bedzie mogla wyznacza¢ stopien kultury osobistej czy tez
ekologiczne ukierunkowanie zachowania jednostki. W takim znaczeniu pedagogika
zobowigzana jest troszczyc¢ sig, nie tylko o technologie dydaktyczne (jak nauczac), ale
przede wszystkim o doskonalenie technologii wychowawczych (jak wptynaé na
emocjonalno-uczuciowg oraz wolitywng sfere osobowosci) [5].

Wieloletnia praca pedagogiczna pozwolita dojs¢ nam do wniosku, ze dosé¢
skutecznym kulturologicznym sposobem rozwigzania tragicznej antytezy ,,przyroda-
kultura” moze stac si¢ estetyka ekologiczna. Z naszego punktu widzenia ma ona istotne
znaczenie praktyczne oraz przewiduje bezposrednie ,,wyjscie” ku pedagogice.
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Estetyka ekologiczna odkrywa pedagogom droge do uniwersalizacji estetycznej oceny
przyrody 1 pomaga, w stosunku do niej, wychowac¢ rzeczywiscie normy kulturowe.

Bez watpienia pozytywna cecha estetyki ekologicznej jest jej dialogicznosc.
Tradycyjny dialog pomigdzy: estetyka wschodnig a zachodnia, estetyka a etyka, sztuka
a naukg, dopelnia si¢ poszukiwaniem relacji miedzy estetyka a technika, ekonomig,
socjologig, prawem. Takie badania naukowe w przyszto$ci moga doprowadzi¢ do
uznania estetyki jako czesci ekologii kultury.

Wspotezesnemu pedagogowi potrzebna jest estetyka ekologiczna, jako nowoczesne
spojrzenie na filozofi¢ przyrody. Po pierwsze, pomoze to zbudowa¢ osobowosciowy
stosunek do przyrody na podstawie subiektyfikacji postrzegan oraz ocen [4], po drugie,
estetyka ekologiczna zabezpieczy osobiste pozycjonowanie w przyrodzie, po trzecie,
pomoze ona uswiadomi¢ geneze wilasnej swiadomosci ekologicznej 1 zachowania na
poziomie poteznej refleks;ji.

Dzi§ aktualnym jest wprowadzenie do systemu szkolnictwa wyzszego na
kierunkach pedagogicznych metod diagnostyki, korekcji 1 treningdw $wiadomosci
ekologicznej zaréwno indywidualnej, jak i grupowej. Wazng rzecza jest nauczy¢
przysztych nauczycieli ksztattowac najpierw swoje, a p6zniej tez dziecigce zachowanie
srodowiskowe [6] poprzez wilaczenie si¢ do roznorodnych sytuacji ze zréznicowang
tematyka przedmiotowo-fabularna.

Korzystnymi beda studia interdyscyplinarne ktore opieraja si¢ na problematyce
integracji wiedzy z zakresu: filozofii, ekologii, psychologii, pedagogiki, sztuki. Celem
takich studiow jest rozwoj u przysztych nauczycieli umiejetnosci catoSciowego
opanowania problematyki zachowania przyrody poprzez zrozumienie unikalnos$ci
ckosystemOéw przez ich cechy estetyczne. Studia te powinny formowaé swoiste
metanawyki warto§ciowego opanowania $rodowiska naturalnego. Zabezpiecza to
przewage nad zdyferencjonowanym studiowaniem przyrody, poniewaz poglebia to
kulturologiczne i aksjologiczne ukierunkowanie zaproponowanej wiedzy, wzmacnia
socjokulturowe akcenty, wykorzystuje potencjal reflektywnosci artystycznej 1 in. [2, s.
56].

Przyjmujemy, ze niezawodnym sposobem osobowos$ciowej interpretacji przyrody
przez pedagoga jest dzialalno$¢ artystyczna. Dlatego tez za jedng z innowacyjnych
drog prowadzenia zaje¢ z estetyki ekologicznej uwaza si¢ wykorzystywanie
integratywnych mechanizméw podejscia wieloartystycznego. Podejscie to zaktada
uniwersalizacj¢ analizy artystycznej z punktu widzenia $wiatopogladowo-
psychologicznego wptywu obrazow artystycznych na ekologiczng $wiadomos$¢
osobowos$ci. Do procesu zawodowego wzrostu przysztego pedagoga wchodzg
uswiadomienie 1 przezycia nie zwykle literackich, muzycznych czy tez przestrzenno-
plastycznych obrazow przyrody, ale wrgcz wzorcowych w relacjach cztowieka do
przyrody wartosci estetycznych, ktdre sa poteznie zakarbowane w artystycznym
doswiadczeniu ludzkosci.

Wiec, ekologiczne bezpieczenstwo bardzo zalezy od roli edukacji ekologicznej w
spoteczenstwie. Estetyka ekologiczna, majac ogromny oswiatowy-wychowawczy
potencjat, musi zosta¢ na wlasciwym miejscu W Ssystemie zawodowego przygotowania
pedagogdéw oraz przeksztalci¢ si¢ na potezne narzedzie ulepszenia ich kultury i w
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szczegolnosci ich ekologicznego $wiatopogladu. Wobec tego kultura jest absolutnie
koniecznym warunkiem harmonizacji wzajemnych relacji czlowieka z przyroda.
Miedzy kultura, jako systemem spotecznym, a przyroda musi powsta¢ mocny
,mostek” — edukacja, ktorej obowigzkiem jest ksztaltowanie osobistej kultury w
obcowaniu ze srodowiskiem naturalnym.

W procesie wychowania kultury osobowosciowej w stosunku do przyrody
niezwyklej wagi nabiera kulturotworcza rola edukacji. Kulturologicznym sposobem
rozwigzania antytezy ,,przyroda-kultura” staje si¢ estetyka ekologiczna, ktéra odkrywa
droge do uniwersalizacji estetycznej oceny przyrody i ksztaltowania rzeczywiscie
kulturowych norm w stosunku do niej. Duzej wagi nabiera idea stworzenia studiow
interdyscyplinarnych, ktére beda opiera¢ si¢ na problematyce integracji wiedzy z
zakresu: filozofii, ekologii, psychologii, pedagogiki, sztuki. Wylacznie duchowe
doskonalenie cztowieka jako istoty przyrodniczej i jako podmiotu kultury jest zdolne
przerwa¢ btedne koto samozniszczenia ludzkosci na skutek deformacji relacji w
systemie ,,spoteczenstwo-przyroda”.

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DORADZTWO PODATKOWE DLA MALYCH FIRM:
KONIECZNOSC CZY FANTAZJA?

Mate przedsigbiorstwa stanowig obecnie trzon gospodarki Ukrainy, zapewniaja
miejsca pracy, przyczyniajg si¢ do rozwoju regionalnego i wspierajg innowacje. Jednak
ich sukces cz¢sto zalezy nie tylko od pomystu biznesowego czy jakosci ustug, ale
czgsto takze od wlasciwego zarzadzania dostepnymi finansami i obowigzkami
podatkowymi. Wspotczesne ustawodawstwo podatkowe na Ukrainie jest zlozone 1
zmienia si¢ zbyt szybko. Dla matych firm, ktore zazwyczaj nie maja duzych zasobow
ani pelnoetatowego eksperta finansowego, moze to stanowi¢ duze wyzwanie. Bltedy w
prowadzeniu dokumentacji, niewlasciwe wykorzystanie ulg podatkowych lub
nieznajomos¢ aktualizacji legislacyjnych moga prowadzi¢ do kar finansowych, utraty
reputacji, a nawet zakonczenia dzialalnosci. Dlatego doradztwo podatkowe staje si¢
waznym narzedziem dla matych przedsigbiorstw. Pomaga nie tylko unika¢ ryzyk, ale
takze skutecznie optymalizowaé koszty, rozwija¢ biznes 1 koncentrowac si¢ na jego
gléwnych celach.

W tym kontek$cie doradca podatkowy jest nie tylko ekspertem, ale takze
partnerem, ktory zapewnia stabilno$¢ finansowa przedsigbiorstwa i przyczynia si¢ do
jego rozwoju.

Oczywiscie kazda ustuga kosztuje, a dla matych firm czesto jest to kosztowne,
jednak wspotpraca z doradcg podatkowym moze da¢ wigksze mozliwosci rozwoju.

Przede wszystkim doradztwo podatkowe daje maltym przedsigbiorstwom pewnos¢
co do prawidtowosci rozliczen podatkowych, uniknigcia kar finansowych 1 spetnienia
wszelkich wymogdéw prawnych. Czynnik ten jest niezwykle istotny, gdyz male
przedsigbiorstwa zazwyczaj nie majg mozliwosci zatrzymania na stale
wykwalifikowanego prawnika, finansisty czy audytora.

Ponadto, dzigki fachowemu doradztwu w odpowiednim czasie, firmy moga
zoptymalizowaé swoje obcigzenia podatkowe, zaoszczedzi¢ pienigdze 1 skorzystac z
ulg lub innych mozliwosci, jakie dajg im przepisy. Pomoc w wyborze pomiedzy
uproszczonym systemem opodatkowania (oferowanym dzi§ przez cztery grupy
jednego podatku) a systemem ogolnym, uwzgledniajacym prawdopodobng wielkos¢
dochoddow, wielkos¢ wydatkow 1 specyfike dziatalnoSci. Ocena zalet 1 wad kazdego
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systemu z punktu widzenia rachunkowo$ci zarzadczej 1 pozadanego efektu
ekonomicznego jest jednym z pierwszych zadan doradcy podatkowego.

Jednoczes$nie cigglte zmiany w przepisach podatkowych wymagaja zaréwno
wiedzy, jak 1 szybkiego reagowania. Wymaga to zintegrowania planowania
podatkowego z rachunkowoscia zarzadcza, tak aby zobowigzania podatkowe byly
uwzgledniane na etapie podejmowania decyzji finansowych. Konsultanci sg
wykwalifikowani, aby pomoéc przedsiebiorstwom szybko wdrozy¢ niezbedne korekty
w procesach 1 unikna¢ zagrozen, opracowac rekomendacje pozwalajagce unikngd
przekroczen limitow (dotyczy to np. podatnikow jednego podatku).

To =z kolei, poprzez zaangazowanie doradcy podatkowego, pozwala
przedsiebiorcom skoncentrowac si¢ na gltownych aspektach swojej dziatalno$ci
operacyjnej, delegujac skomplikowane kwestie finansowo-podatkowe w rece
specjalistow. Doradca poszukuje sposobow legalne; optymalizacji platnosci
podatkowych poprzez:

v' korzystanie ze $wiadczen i ulg podatkowych;

v" rozsadny rozktad kosztow w rachunkowosci i rachunkowos$ci podatkowej;

v minimalizacja nadmiernych wydatkéw podatkowych poprzez analize
struktury przychodéw i1 wydatkow itp.

Realizujac swoje funkcje, doradztwo podatkowe przyczynia si¢ takze do
wykorzystania elementéw planowania strategicznego, m.in. obejmujacego ekspansje
dziatalnos$ci, dostep do rynkéw miedzynarodowych czy optymalizacje procesow
finansowych. W tym celu przeprowadzana jest analiza skutkow podatkowych
uruchomienia nowych projektéw lub przyciagniecia inwestycji, wyliczenie zwrotu z
uwzglednieniem obowigzkow podatkowych. Ponadto potencjalne ryzyka podatkowe,
ktore moga powsta¢ w zwigzku z:

v’ Bledy w raportowaniu projektow.
v Brak dokumentdéw potwierdzajgcych koszty projektu.
v Niewla$ciwe stosowanie przepisOw prawnych itp.

Odrebnym elementem wspolpracy z organami podatkowymi sg kontrole
podatkowe, ktore sa dla przedsiebiorcow dos¢ stresujacym momentem, jednak
konsultanci pomagaja w przygotowaniu dokumentow, opracowuja dzialania
minimalizujgce te ryzyka 1 unikajg kar, towarzysza podczas kontroli i chronig interesy
przedsigbiorcy. Obecnie w okresie stanu wojennego w kraju obowigzuja pewne
ograniczenia w zakresie indywidualnych kontroli podatkowych, indywidualne btedy w
zeznaniach podatkowych nie moga by¢ karane. Jednak o czas trwania stanu wojennego
wydtuzajg si¢ terminy przedawnienia niektoérych operacji, dlatego warto o tym
pamigta¢. Konsultacje w sprawie przygotowania do kontroli majg na celu tworzenie
dokumentow, uzasadnienie wydatkbw 1 ogolnie ochrone interesow matych
przedsigbiorcow w przypadku sporéw z organami podatkowymi.

W malej firmie wdrozenie rachunkowosci zarzadczej do decyzji zarzadczych
czesto odbywa si¢ w uproszczonej formie, ale prawidtowe uwzglednienie aspektow
podatkowych ma kluczowe znaczenie dla stabilno$ci finansowej 1 wzrostu. Zadania
doradztwa podatkowego w tym kontekscie skupiajg si¢ na stworzeniu efektywnego
systemu ksiegowego, minimalizacji ryzyk 1 optymalizacji kosztow podatkowych.
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Zalecenia dotyczace wdrozenia niedrogich rozwigzan programowych do
rachunkowosci podatkowej (stosunkowo niedrogich, takich jak M.E.Doc, Sonata lub
inne ushugi) i minimalnej integracji rachunkowosci podatkowej z zarzadzaniem
poprzez uproszczone programy lub platformy chmurowe pozostajg aktualne.

Na ostatnim etapie nastepuje tworzenie instrukcji dotyczacych dalszej niezaleznej
kontroli ptatnosci podatkowych, to znaczy przygotowanie wtasciciela matej firmy do
podstawowego zrozumienia aspektow podatkowych dla nastepujacych dziatan, w
szczegolnosci: do jakich wydatkdéw mozna przypisa¢ podlegajace opodatkowaniu, jak
prawidtowo tworzy¢ przychody 1 wydatki w rachunkowosci itp.

Dlatego doradztwo podatkowe w matych firmach ma na celu stworzenie jasnego 1
efektywnego modelu finansowego, ktory pozwoli przedsigbiorcom uniknaé kar
finansowych, optymalizowac koszty 1 podejmowac swiadome decyzje. Pozwala skupic¢
si¢ na rozwoju biznesu, ograniczajac ryzyka zwigzane z kwestiami podatkowymi.
Niewatpliwie doradztwo podatkowe to nie tylko dodatkowy wydatek, ale inwestycja
w stabilnos¢ 1 rozw0j malej firmy. Dzigki profesjonalnemu wsparciu mate firmy moga
zminimalizowac ryzyko, usprawni¢ zarzadzanie finansami 1 zapewni¢ dtugoterminowy
sukces w konkurencyjnym s$rodowisku. Zaangazowanie ekspertow podatkowych
pomoze przedsiebiorcom zachowa¢ pewnos$¢ w kwestiach podatkowych 1 skierowac
wszelkie wysitki na rozwdj ich biznesu.

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Due to the multifaceted nature of the phenomenon covered by the concept of
«social protection», the problematic issues related to it are in the field of view of
representatives of various social sciences, namely: philosophers, economists, lawyers,
political scientists and sociologists. Therefore, we consider it necessary to take this into
account in the course of our research and not to limit ourselves to the understanding of
only legal literature, but to pay attention to the developments of related humanities on
this issue.

Thus, Ya.l. Pasko in his dissertation for the degree of Doctor of Philosophy notes
that the modern meaning of the concept of a social state is reduced to an institution of
social integration, capable of meeting the criteria of socio-cultural recognition of
various social groups, social justice, efficiency and common good. Only a state that
meets these criteria can be considered democratic and legal, sensitive to the social
protection of various social groups of the population [1, p. 19].

In the economic structure of modern society, social protection of the population is
one of the most important elements. The scope of social protection extends both in the
horizontal and vertical sections of the economic structure. Social protection of the
population performs two main functions: first, it reduces the negative consequences of
poverty by providing short-term targeted assistance to low-income groups of the
population and, second, it prevents poverty by creating conditions for citizens to
participate in social insurance during the working period. These functions contradict
each other to some extent, so usually preference is given to one or the other depending
on the economic situation. Thus, in a crisis period, priority is given to the first of them
[2, p. 205].

Representatives of economic science, in particular T.P. Kosova and 1.V. Basantsov,
classify social protection as a category of distributional relations, in the process of
which, at the expense of a part of the national income, public funds of funds are formed
and used for material support and service of individual citizens [3, pp. 27-28]. O.Yu.
Ermolovskaya in the context of studying the stabilization of the living standards of the
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population in the conditions of a transformational economy understands social
protection as a system of relations between the individual and society in the direction
of resolving the contradictions between negative social consequences and the
formation of a market organization of production and the real possibilities of a person
to adapt to them [4, p. 13]. A somewhat different point of view is expressed by |.K.
Khomyak, who interprets social protection as a set of measures that protect against
economic and social degradation due to the economic crisis, income decline, illness,
occupational disease, aging, unemployment, and environmental threats [5, p. 8].

In accordance with the position of O.l. Antonenko, formed in the process of
studying the system of social protection of the population of the region, social
protection is a system of legally established economic, social, legal guarantees and
measures to protect the population from social risks, taking into account the fact that
the subjects of social protection are the state, private and non-state non-commercial
sectors of the economy [6, p. 6]. At the same time, another representative of economic
science R.Y. Kunytsky, comprehending the social protection of the population in the
conditions of transition to a market economy, concludes that social protection is the
corresponding guarantees and a range of obligations of society towards a person, any
social group, to ensure an adequate standard of living [7, p. 11].

In modern economic science, social protection is most often interpreted as a system
of legislative, economic, socio-psychological guarantees, which provides able-bodied
citizens with equal conditions for improving their well-being through personal labor
contribution in specific economic conditions, and to the disabled and socially
vulnerable segments of the population - an advantage in using public consumption
funds, direct material support, and tax reduction. The ultimate goal of social protection
is to provide every member of society, regardless of social origin, nationality or race,
with the opportunity to freely develop and realize their abilities [8, p. 119]. V.A.
Makarenko suggests studying the topic of social protection within the framework of
the structural-activity paradigm as a model for posing and solving the problem of the
dynamics of society and the processes of its self-reproduction. Based on this, the social
sphere as a whole and social protection are defined by the sociologist as a dialectical
unity of certain structural and activity components, from which arise as corresponding
formalized social communities that occupy different positions in the stratification
model of society. At the same time, the activity aspect is represented by social practices
that members of society reproduce in their lives [9, pp. 7-8].

According to V.A. Makarenko, social protection is a set of institutional formations
and social practices aimed at ensuring the satisfaction of people's needs for social
assistance and protection by observing the most important social rights and achieving
the accepted standard of living of citizens. The essence of social protection is to ensure
a certain integrity of the administrative influences of the authorities and the
spontaneous actions of various forces caused by the need to create a non-conflict social
space for the implementation of the basic needs and interests of members of society [9,
p. 8-9].

In the Oxford Fundamental Explanatory Dictionary of the series “A Dictionary of
Business”, the term ‘“‘social security” is interpreted as a state system of payment of
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benefits due to illness and unemployment, as well as various assistance to women and
children, including pensions. That is, this term describes the system of social protection
mainly through the form of social security entrusted to the relevant state ministry with
an indication of the measures of responsibility for its implementation.

One of the social rights that the state guarantees and must ensure is the right to
social protection. The concept of «social protection» in our country began to be widely
used only at the stage of transition to market relations. It replaced the concept of «social
security», which was used in the Soviet economy, characterizing a specific
organizational and legal form of social protection, which was carried out directly by
the state. At present, Ukraine is experiencing a period of its formation as a democratic
and legal state, the foundation for the development of a social state is being laid. The
latter must create conditions for providing citizens with work, redistribute income,
provide the population with a subsistence minimum through the state budget, promote
the formation of the middle class, protect wage labor, take care of education, culture,
family, health care, improve social security, etc.

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One of the key problems of modern preventive medicine and public health should
be considered a scientific substantiation of prerequisites for the formation of healthy
lifestyles of modern youth, the introduction of health-saving technologies that take into
account the psychophysiological properties and personal traits of young women and
young men [1, 2, 3, 4].

In this context, such a biomedical phenomenon, such as motor activity is an
extremely important physiological and hygienic category of modern medical science,
which is determined by a certain total number of locomotives of person at certain age,
particular gender and particular professional group. in the process of life or during a
separate period of time (year, month, week, day, hour, etc.) [5, 6, 7, 8].

As the main components of motor activity based on the standpoint of adequate
solution of health care problems of student youth, it is customary to distinguish
purposeful motor activity during the performance of educational or professional
activity, motor activity in the process of physical education, as well as spontaneous
motor activity in their free time [1, 2, 3].

The aim of the work is the physiological and hygienic assessment of the motor
activity of students of modern higher education institutions and scientific
substantiation of ways of its optimization. The quantitative criteria for evaluating motor
activity were used the values of daily energy consumption, the number of locomotives
in the daily cycle and the duration of the dynamic component in the daily budget of
time. Qualitative characteristics of the values of motor activity were carried out on the
basis of the study of the main types of locomotives and the structure of their distribution
with the allocation of zones of minimum, optimal and maximum values.
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The following indicators are defined as the standards of motor activity of modern
students: values of daily energy costs — 9000—11000 kJ in young women and 11000—
13500 kJ in young men; the number of locomotives in the daily cycle — 14000-18000
steps in young women and 15000-19000 steps in young men; the duration of the
dynamic component in the daily budget of time is 130—180 min in young women and
140-190 min in young men.

The leading ways of optimization of motor activity include: permanent monitoring
and individualized complex assessment of habitual motor activity; taking into account
the standards of motor activity of student youth, which provide a favorable impact on
the processes of formation of their health and adaptive capabilities of the organism of
future specialists and mandatory achievement of their values; development and
introduction of a set of measures aimed at optimizing motor activity and rational
organization of motor activity of modern students.

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Abstract. This article analyzes the challenges associated with the use of generative
Al services, such as ChatGPT and Microsoft Copilot, to complete tasks in subjects of
basic secondary education. An 8th-grade technology course was selected for the study.
The results of the study suggest that a significant portion of tasks proposed in secondary
school textbooks can be completed using Al services. These are typically tasks that can
be easily performed using standard algorithms and involve verifying specific facts or
events. Educators can use these technologies as tools to improve the learning process
and assist students. The integration of artificial intelligence can enhance the quality of
education and make learning more efficient.

Key words: artificial intelligence; technology; computer science; teacher; student;

The relevance of the problem. The use of artificial intelligence (Al) in education
IS becoming increasingly popular, driven by the need to modernize the learning
process. Contemporary challenges, including the need for distance learning, the
individualization of educational trajectories, and the improvement of the quality of
educational services, raise the question of the effective implementation of Al in
educational practices. Al has the potential to optimize the educational process,
providing more flexible and efficient approaches to learning.

While Al has the potential to revolutionize education, it also raises important
questions. Research highlights the need to address ethical concerns, ensure equitable
access to Al tools, and find effective ways to integrate Al into traditional educational
settings.

The problems of using artificial intelligence in education are the subject of research
by a significant number of educators and scientists. These issues have been highlighted
in the works of Ukrainian researchers N. Balyk [1], V. Chernykh [2], N. Valko [3], N.
Kushnir, V. Osadchyi [4], V. Mokin, V. Shakotko [5], O. Spirin, and others, as well as
foreign researchers: W. Chow [6], P. Lin, Van Brummelen [7], D. S. Touretzky, C.
Gardner-McCune, F. Martin, D. Seehorn [8], and others.

As noted by Israeli researcher E. Diamant [9], in recent decades we have witnessed
a huge paradigm shift in modern scientific thinking and the interpretation of the
concept of artificial intelligence — from a data processing (computational) approach to
an information processing (cognitive) approach. In this regard, the brain is no longer
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considered a computing device. It is recognized as an information processing
apparatus.

This article focuses on underexplored aspects, such as the integration of Al into
everyday educational practices, considering ethical norms and the accessibility of
technology for all participants in the educational process. In addition, the impact of Al
on the development of critical thinking and creativity in students is analyzed.

The aim of the study is to determine effective ways of integrating Al into the
educational process, taking into account ethical, social, and technological aspects, and
to assess its impact on learning outcomes and student development.

The use of artificial intelligence allows educational participants to implement
adaptive learning, where learning platforms adapt to the individual needs of students.
The research involved modeling the process of constructing a mental map for making
a gadget stand and, based on it, a technological map with an illustration system.

The core content components of the mental map for creating the chosen ChatGPT
selection were defined as follows:

Central element: Gadget stand

1. Goal and objectives; convenient placement of the gadget (phone, tablet); stability
and reliability; ergonomics and comfort during use.

2. Materials: wood (advantages: natural appearance, accessibility, ease of
processing; disadvantages: susceptibility to damage, need for special treatment);
plywood (advantages: lightweight, affordable; disadvantages: lower durability); other
materials (optional): plastic (strength, water resistance), metal (strength, aesthetic
appeal). Materials for joining and finishing: wood glue for joining parts, varnish for
surface treatment (optional).

3. Tools: a saw to cut, sandpaper to smooth things out, a ruler, and a pencil to mark
where to cut.

4. Manufacturing steps: preparation (material selection, tool preparation); marking
(measuring and marking the stand parts); sawing (cutting materials according to
dimensions); sanding (surface treatment for smoothness); assembly (joining the stand
parts); finishing (varnishing (optional)).

The mental map served as a foundation for creating a detailed technological
roadmap using ChatGPT. The Al provided additional inputs, refining the task and the
roadmap structure. The outcomes are summarized in Table 1.

The Al suggested adding another step to the technological table: Drilling (if
necessary), as well as an additional column of indicators - Details, which provides
recommendations for performing specific operations. The student should evaluate the
proposed technological map and make changes if necessary.

Table 1 presents only a part of the research on task completion. Based on the
generalized results, it can be concluded that the task is solved quite easily by Al
services, with common explanations that can be used by students to improve their skills
in solving similar problems.

As noted, ChatGPT successfully modeled a technological map for product
manufacturing, but since this program specializes in text generation, it was unable to
develop sketches for performing operations. Therefore, an attempt was made to involve
another generative Al, Microsoft Copilot, in developing the step-by-step stages of
product creation.

As can be seen in Fig. 1, the Al generated a complete product with its components,

which prevents the direct use of the sketches to illustrate the technological map without

adjustments. This suggests a certain "specialization™ of the algorithms underlying these

generative programs. ChatGPT is more focused on working with text, including

computer program code. Microsoft Copilot, on the other hand, can be actively used to
create images that can be further corrected and refined
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Integrating mobile games into English language curricula for medical students can
offer a dynamic and interactive learning experience, yet it requires thoughtful
consideration of curriculum design and technology application. The incorporation of
mobile learning activities provides flexibility and can be tailored to meet the diverse
learning needs of medical students, especially when aligned with a structured
curriculum [1]. Mobile games, if appropriately integrated, can effectively support
existing language curricula by promoting engagement and offering interactive
activities that enhance language acquisition. Furthermore, the use of game elements
and principles in non-game educational contexts can result in significant cost savings,
effectively utilizing resources while enhancing the learning experience for medical
students [1]. To maximize the potential of mobile games in English language learning,
it is crucial to develop standardized curricula that incorporate these digital tools
seamlessly, ensuring that they complement rather than disrupt traditional teaching
methods [1]. This integration not only enriches the educational experience but also
prepares students for future professional environments where digital literacy is
increasingly important.

In the context of integrating mobile games into language learning environments,
several potential challenges must be addressed to ensure effective implementation. One
primary concern is the accessibility of devices and internet connectivity, which can
significantly impact the equity of learning opportunities among students [5]. Despite
the potential for mobile games to supplement traditional language learning methods,
the lack of consistent access to necessary technology can create disparities in
educational outcomes [2]. Moreover, the effectiveness of mobile games in achieving
desired language learning outcomes is still under scrutiny, with some educators
questioning their pedagogical soundness compared to conventional teaching methods.
These challenges are further compounded by the technical issues that may arise, such
as device compatibility, internet connectivity, and the usability of mobile games, which
can lead to frustration among learners and hinder their engagement [2]. To mitigate
these challenges, it is essential for educational institutions to provide adequate
infrastructure, ensure teacher training, and develop high-quality content that aligns
with language learning objectives. Addressing these issues will not only facilitate the
successful integration of mobile games into language curricula but also enhance the
learning experience for students in diverse educational settings.
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Despite the challenges associated with mobile games, such as distractions and
accessibility issues, their potential for enhancing student engagement and learning
outcomes is significant when compared to traditional teaching methods. Studies
indicate that mobile gaming techniques result in a marked increase in student
engagement, with 96% of students finding them engaging, very engaging, or extremely
engaging, compared to only 57% for traditional methods. This jump in engagement is
reflected in the 39% increase in engagement levels when switching from traditional
methods to gaming techniques. The qualitative data further supports the idea that game-
based learning principles, when effectively integrated, sustain high levels of student
engagement and positive attitudes, irrespective of the technology used, whether it be
AR or print [3]. Therefore, while challenges exist, mobile games offer a promising
alternative that can potentially transform learning environments by fostering greater
engagement and enhancing learning outcomes. Addressing these challenges through
strategic integration and support could maximize the benefits of mobile games in
educational settings.

Mobile games offer significant cognitive benefits for language learners in medical
colleges by enhancing engagement and learning effectiveness. Mobile devices are
particularly well-suited for cognitive learning due to their accessibility and flexibility,
allowing students to engage in learning activities at their convenience. This aligns with
the growing momentum of cognitive approaches in language acquisition, which is
evident in the increasing integration of mobile games into educational settings. These
games not only motivate students but also improve their cognitive skills, such as
problem-solving and critical thinking, which are crucial for medical students who need
to develop robust mental models without experiencing cognitive overload. Moreover,
mobile games provide a platform for interactive and immersive learning experiences,
bridging the gap between theoretical knowledge and practical application [4]. By
fostering an engaging learning environment, mobile games facilitate the development
of higher-order cognitive skills, essential for language learning in a medical context,
thus underscoring the need for their strategic incorporation into educational curricula.

The integration of mobile games into the EFL curriculum is a transformative
approach that not only enhances vocabulary acquisition but also promotes active
engagement among learners. Mobile-based applications, when effectively
incorporated, foster an environment conducive to both learner-learner and instructor-
learner interactions, which are crucial for language acquisition [5]. These interactions
are further enriched through mobile-assisted learning methods, which have
demonstrated a significant enhancement in vocabulary retention compared to
traditional learning settings [5]. This retention is particularly beneficial for EFL
learners as it supports both receptive and productive knowledge, enabling students to
better comprehend and use new vocabulary in various contexts [5]. Additionally, the
motivation and self-regulation facilitated by mobile applications play a pivotal role in
sustaining learners' interest and commitment to vocabulary learning. These elements
combined indicate a need for EFL instructors to receive adequate training on the
effective use of mobile applications to maximize their potential benefits [5]. Thus, the
strategic incorporation of mobile games in EFL contexts not only aids in vocabulary
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development but also aligns with broader educational goals of fostering interactive and
self-directed learning environments.

To effectively harness the potential of mobile games for language learning, it is
crucial to consider the specific types of games and their design features. Research
indicates that mobile games incorporating gamified functions, such as the Mobile
English Vocabulary Learning App with Game-related Functions (MEVLA-GF),
significantly enhance vocabulary acquisition and retention compared to their non-
gamified counterparts. These gamified elements appear to foster a positive correlation
between user involvement and vocabulary learning performance, suggesting that well-
designed gaming elements can enhance language learning outcomes [6]. However, the
integration of extensive reading in some mobile games can lead to frustration among
players, as such games are often perceived as less enjoyable and unrelated to gaming,
affecting learners' willingness to engage. Therefore, while designing mobile games for
language learning, it is essential to balance educational content with engaging game
mechanics to maintain learner interest and motivation. This balance may involve
limiting the amount of complex text and ensuring that language tasks are seamlessly
integrated into the gaming experience. By doing so, mobile games can become a more
effective and enjoyable medium for language learning, motivating learners to persist
in their vocabulary acquisition journey.

When designing educational mobile games for EFL (English as a Foreign
Language) learners, incorporating a variety of learning features is essential to address
the diverse objectives and requirements of learners. These features should include
elements that encourage collaborative learning, as collaboration is a fundamental
design element for gamified learning activities, promoting interaction and
communication among learners [7]. While traditional game designs may emphasize
competition and repetition, EFL educational games should instead prioritize
meaningful feedback, which helps learners understand their progress and areas for
improvement, thus enhancing the learning experience. Furthermore, the games should
be developed using user-friendly tools to ensure that learners can navigate and engage
with the content effortlessly, minimizing the potential for frustration and maximizing
learning outcomes. By integrating these key design elements, educational mobile
games can serve as effective tools for learning both inside and outside the classroom,
providing a practical and engaging platform for language acquisition [7].

Recognizing the potential of mobile games to enhance medical education, there is
a need to tailor these applications specifically to the language needs of medical
students, similar to how games have been designed for EFL students in Thailand [8].
The customization of mobile games for medical students can be achieved by
incorporating language elements relevant to medical terminology and patient
interactions, thereby offering a contextual learning experience [9]. These games should
be developed using a pattern language approach, ensuring that they align with the
specific educational goals of medical curricula and provide learning support directly
through mobile devices. Additionally, integrating scenarios that reflect real-life
medical situations can enhance the practical application of medical knowledge,
allowing students to practice their skills in a simulated environment. However, to
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successfully integrate these tailored mobile games into medical education, it is essential
to address challenges related to usability and curriculum integration, ensuring that these
tools not only complement existing teaching methods but also enhance the overall
learning experience.

User feedback and testing play a crucial role in addressing the challenges associated
with the development of educational mobile games, particularly in ensuring these
games are pedagogically sound and effective for learners. Testing the application in a
higher education setting over an academic semester provided valuable insights into its
effectiveness and highlighted how engagement could be optimized despite potential
distractions from other mobile applications [10]. Feedback from both students and
computer science experts was instrumental in evaluating the pedagogical adequacy of
the Quiz Time! application, demonstrating how user experiences can offer a
comprehensive assessment of educational quality. Furthermore, the structured
framework and statistical hypothesis tests employed allowed for a systematic
evaluation of the application's performance, ensuring that user feedback was not only
collected but also meaningfully analyzed to refine educational tools. As a result,
students reported a positive impact on their learning experience, emphasizing the
importance of integrating user feedback to enhance the educational value of mobile
games [10]. These findings underscore the need for continuous user feedback and
expert validation to ensure that educational mobile games remain relevant and
effective, thereby addressing the pedagogical challenges of aligning with learning
objectives.

The integration of mobile games into English language learning has shown
significant potential to enhance student motivation and engagement, thereby positively
impacting academic outcomes. Empirical evidence suggests that students exposed to
game-based learning environments, such as through a hybrid game-based app,
experience heightened motivation levels compared to those engaged in traditional
learning settings [11, 12]. This increase in motivation is closely linked to the students'
perception of the high degree of usefulness and added value that these digital tools
provide [11, 12]. Moreover, studies have demonstrated that students using mobile
games like Kahoot not only exhibit more positive attitudes towards learning but also
achieve better academic performance in English tests than their counterparts taught via
conventional methods [12]. The utility of mobile games extends beyond mere
engagement; they serve as effective educational tools that encourage active learning
and improve language acquisition.

The sustained use of mobile games for language learning among medical students
is significantly influenced by several interconnected factors, including the integration
of interactive learning activities and feedback systems, which enhance student
engagement and acceptance of mobile learning programs [13]. These interactive
elements not only promote continuous education but also encourage students to
navigate through the programs independently, fostering a preference for game-based
learning environments. Furthermore, the application of Mobile Assisted Language
Learning (MALL) as a motivational tool can be pivotal in maintaining student interest,
as it allows learners to tailor the format and content to their preferences, thus increasing
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their commitment to the learning process [13]. To effectively leverage these elements,
it is crucial to address potential obstacles such as unstandardized curricula and the need
for seamless integration of mobile game applications into medical education. This
integration should focus on providing a flexible and personalized learning experience
that aligns with current educational needs and technological advancements. By doing
so, educators can ensure that mobile games become a formalized and impactful
component of language learning within the medical curriculum.

To thoroughly assess the effectiveness of mobile games in teaching English as a
foreign language, researchers have employed a variety of methods, each offering
unique insights into different aspects of learning. One prevalent approach is the use of
experimental and control groups to measure vocabulary acquisition through pretest and
posttest evaluations. By comparing the results of these tests, researchers can
quantitatively determine the impact of mobile game-based learning versus traditional
teaching methods [14]. This quantitative data is supported by qualitative insights
gathered through semi-structured interviews conducted with participants from the
experimental group. These interviews provide a deeper understanding of learners'
perceptions and attitudes towards mobile games in their educational experience,
highlighting the subjective benefits that may not be fully captured by test scores alone.
Additionally, an online questionnaire can be administered to both control and
experimental groups, serving as another layer of analysis by capturing students’
perceptions of mobile games' effectiveness in vocabulary acquisition [15]. Together,
these methods create a comprehensive framework for evaluating the educational value
of mobile games, integrating both quantitative and qualitative data to provide a holistic
view.

To effectively measure improvements in language proficiency as a result of using
mobile games, educators can utilize a multi-faceted approach that incorporates both
guantitative and qualitative assessment methods. Pre and post surveys serve as a
foundational tool, allowing educators to assess student learning outcomes before and
after the implementation of mobile game applications like Kahoot [16]. Although the
study highlighted no significant difference in listening and vocabulary skills, these
areas can still be evaluated through a variety of assessment methods to ensure a
comprehensive understanding of language competency improvements. Furthermore,
educators should consider the intricate relationship between student motivation,
learning strategy use, and language competency. By tracking student motivation and
engagement, educators can gain valuable insights into overall proficiency
Improvements, as the positive correlation between motivation and learning strategies
with language proficiency suggests that these factors are integral to understanding and
measuring language improvement [16]. The study also found tangible advancements
in reading and speaking abilities, indicating that these competencies can effectively be
evaluated to gauge language proficiency [16]. By considering these elements,
educators can develop a robust framework for assessing language proficiency, which
not only measures direct outcomes of mobile game usage but also considers the
underlying motivational and strategic factors that contribute to language learning
success.
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In the context of medical college settings, the success of mobile game-based
learning can be attributed to several key indicators that align closely with the
educational objectives of medical curricula. One significant indicator is the
demonstrated increase in learner motivation, enjoyment, and performance, as
evidenced by the success of serious games and simulations in general medical
education [17]. This increase in motivation is often facilitated by gamified elements
such as achievement badges, which reward learners for daily participation or
consecutive correct answers, thus fostering a sense of accomplishment and sustained
engagement among medical residents. Furthermore, the ability to integrate Continuing
Medical Education (CME) credits into mobile game-based learning platforms
underscores their utility and effectiveness, providing a tangible benefit that can
enhance the learners' professional development [17]. These elements collectively
contribute to a more engaging and effective learning experience, emphasizing the need
for continued exploration and implementation of gamification strategies in medical
education. Such strategies not only align with educational goals but also address the
crucial need for adaptive and interactive learning environments that cater to the
evolving demands of medical training.

Learners of
German often aspire to work or study in German-speaking countries, where cultural
adaptability is a critical factor for success. This article aims to provide educators with
theoretical insights and practical strategies to develop intercultural competence in
German classrooms, thereby preparing students for meaningful engagement in global
contexts.
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According to Byram’s (1997), intercultural competence refers to the ability to
interact effectively and appropriately with individuals from diverse -cultural
backgrounds. It is a multifaceted concept that involves a combination of attitudes,
knowledge, and skills [1].

Intercultural competence begins with a positive disposition toward other cultures.
This includes openness, curiosity, and a willingness to suspend judgment. Learners
need to develop an empathetic approach to understanding cultural differences.

Effective intercultural interaction requires knowledge of both one’s own culture
and the target culture. This includes understanding cultural norms, values, and
practices, as well as recognizing how these influence communication and behavior.

Learners must be equipped with the ability to acquire new cultural knowledge and
apply it in real-life interactions. This involves active listening, observation, and the
ability to adapt to new cultural contexts.

Learners should be able to interpret cultural practices and phenomena within their
specific contexts and to mediate between different cultural perspectives. It requires
critical thinking and analytical skills.

The cornerstone of intercultural competence is the ability to critically reflect on
one’s own cultural assumptions and biases. This involves questioning stereotypes and
developing a nuanced understanding of cultural diversity. Intercultural competence is
not a static trait but a dynamic process that evolves through exposure, reflection, and
practice. It is important for teachers to create opportunities for learners to engage with
authentic cultural materials, participate in intercultural exchanges, and reflect on their
experiences in German classrooms. By integrating these elements into language
education, teachers can foster a holistic understanding of the German language and the
cultures it represents.

In order to develop students’ intercultural competence, we have combined
traditional language instruction with intercultural activities in the followings:

Students watched selected German films that depicted various aspects of culture,
such as regional traditions, societal issues, and historical contexts. Post-viewing
discussions were held to analyze the cultural themes and their implications for
understanding German-speaking societies.

The students were paired with pen pals from Germany, Austria, and Switzerland.
Through regular email exchanges and video calls, they discussed topics such as daily
life, festivals, and educational systems in their respective countries. This direct
interaction allowed students to practice language skills while gaining firsthand insights
into cultural differences.

Students participated in virtual tours of museums, historical landmarks, and
cultural events in German-speaking countries. These activities were followed by
reflective assignments where students compared the experiences to similar cultural
elements in their own country. Also, students wrote reflective essays on cultural
differences they observed during their interactions with pen pals and virtual tours. They
were encouraged to critically analyze how these experiences challenged their
preconceived notions and broadened their cultural perspectives. Role-playing exercises
simulated real-life scenarios, such as attending a business meeting or navigating social
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gatherings in a German-speaking context. These activities emphasized the importance
of cultural sensitivity, appropriate body language, and communication styles. After
Implementing these activities, students reported a greater appreciation for the diversity
within German-speaking cultures and a deeper understanding of cultural nuances.
Interactions with pen pals and participation in role-playing activities enhanced
students’ ability to communicate effectively in intercultural contexts. Reflective essays
and discussions encouraged students to question stereotypes and analyze cultural
practices critically. The integration of intercultural elements made language learning
more engaging and relevant, boosting students’ motivation.

To sum up, developing intercultural competence in German language is essential
for equipping learners to thrive in diverse cultural environments. By incorporating
authentic materials, fostering cultural comparisons, and providing opportunities for
real-world interaction, educators can create a holistic and inclusive learning
experience.

THE MOST DIFFICULT PROBLEMS OF YOUTH AND WAYS TO SOLVE THEM

VOCABULARY AND PHRASEOLOGY OF
TERMINOLOGICAL FIELD "INTERNATIONAL
TOURISM"

According to the principles of the field approach to modeling language subsystems,
we consider the entire corpus of English-language tourism terminology as a
terminological field that has a certain structure and is based on several types of
relationships between its elements.

The conducted thematic analysis of English-language tourism terminology made it
possible to distinguish five microfields in its structure, reflecting the existing
subsectors in the field of international tourism, namely:

- microfield "tourism organization";

- microfield "accommodation organization";

- microfield "transportation organization”;

- microfield "food organization”;

- microfield "leisure organization"[1].

These microfields, in turn, contain a certain number of lexical-semantic groups that
unite terminological units according to more specific thematic features.

Thus, the structure of the terminological field “international tourism™ is based on
hyper-hyponymic relations between its constituents.

The microfield “tourism organization” covers the basic concepts of tourism and
consists of five lexical-semantic groups:

1) “tourism participants” (tourist, host, tour operator, guide, animator);

2) “types of tourism” (gastronomic tourism, last-minute tour, all-expense tour);

3) “organizational procedures” (booking, tour cancellation, meet and greet);

4) “tourist documentation” (visa, voucher, traveler’s check, accident insurance);

5) “advertisement of tourist services” (travel catalogue, travel fair) [3].

The microfield “accommodation organization” also contains five groups and
combines terms that relate to certain nuances of tourist accommodation:

1) “types of hotels” (boutique hotel, hostel);

2) “room types” (single room, suite, family suite);

3) “hotel procedures” (check in, early arrival, late check-out);

4) “hotel services” (room service, wake up call, transfer);

5) “accommodation types” (bed and breakfast, half board, American plan,
European plan) [4].

The microfield “transportation organization” is divided into subgroups depending
on the type of transport used:

1) “air transportation” (domestic flight, baggage claim, charter);

2) “land transportation” (car rental, parking lot, buffet car);
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3) “water transportation” (cruise liner, outside cabin) [2].

The microfield “catering organization” contains two subgroups:

1) “types of catering establishments” (singles bar, drive-in restaurant);

2) “types of catering” (American breakfast, English breakfast, brunch) [1].

The last microfield — “leisure organization” covers lexical units related to the type
of recreation:

1) “active recreation” (diving, bungee-jumping, water skiing);

2) “passive recreation” (animation, variety show, spa) [2].

It should be noted that within the isolated lexical-semantic groups, it is also
possible to divide into certain thematic series based on hyper-hyponymic relations.

For example, within the lexical-semantic group “air transportation” one can
distinguish such thematic series as “type of transport” (jet, airliner), “place” (airport,
terminal), “types of flights” (non-stop flight), “employees™ (baggage inspector), etc.
This once again emphasizes the system-field nature of the studied terminology.

As follows from the previous considerations, any terminology, including tourism,
Is a set of interconnected terms that form a holistic system. However, its systemic
properties are presented implicitly, and in order to identify them, it is necessary to
resort to a logical-conceptual analysis of the terminological system.

Speaking about the study of terminology, linguists have long emphasized the need
for its preliminary logical-conceptual analysis. The process of ordering terminology is
usually divided into two stages:

1) identification of a system of concepts used in the future when building a system
of meanings of ordered terminology;

2) development of an ordered system of terms. In this case, the quality of ordered
terminology is entirely determined by the quality of the first stage of work.

Logical-conceptual modeling of a terminological system is based on the universal
structural properties of any system. Classes of special concepts form conceptual-
terminological fields or terminological fields, which are the most important structural
parts of the entire conceptual organization of the terminological system.

In our opinion, the most clear and theoretically indisputable statement on this topic
was made by A.A. Lytvyn, who interpreted the terminological field as “a set of
concepts special to this area that are necessary for the conceptual identification of this
term, concepts for the identification of which this term is necessary, as well as the
relationships between them and the concept expressed by this term” [2].

Thus, special concepts, forming a system, form terminological fields with a
hierarchical structure, which are based primarily on hyper-hyponymic relationships
between structural elements.
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Tribal languages frequently exhibit distinctive linguistic and cultural traits
influenced by their worldview, traditions, and surroundings.

A linguistic picture of the world is a model of how a particular ethnic group uses
their language to understand the world. It results from a country's particular socio-
historical history, and the cultural peculiarities of each language produce a unique
linguistic vision of the world. The following information pertains to the world's
linguistic landscape: A "naive" perspective The "scientific" worldview is not the same
as the linguistic vision of the world. An arbitrary model It is a system of linguistic units
that reflect a conceptual model of the world and is a subjective representation of the
objective world. Phraseology: A vast collection of linguistic tools known as
phraseology is used to express a national language worldview. The impact of
ethnolinguistics. Ethnolinguistics is a contemporary way of thinking about language
that is closely related to the linguistic view of the world. An essential element of culture
A key element of the cultural requirements that support the growth of society is
language.

Nowadays, it is impossible to imagine the learning of a foreign language without
involving cultural aspects of the studied nation. For instance, without at least some
cultural knowledge about the nation and country, it is impossible to comprehend the
meaning of some units such as proverbs, set expressions, phrasal verbs, and
phraseological expressions while learning a new language. For this reason, academics
sought to understand the meaning of the phrases "mentality" and "linguistics picture of
the world" across time.

Famous researchers like W. Humboldt, L.Weisberber, G.Lakoff, O.Selivanova,
D.Siroka, J.Bartminski, A.Gurevich, Z.Popova and I.Sternin, A.Ufimzeva have
investigated their characteristics, topicality, structure, classification, main traits and
features. D. Siroka is persuaded that Slavic scientific schools, particularly Polish,
Czech, Russian and Ukrainian, have contributed a lot to the development of
ethnolinguistics and the production of valuable theoretic background in the field of
LWP during the last decades. Moreover, modern researchers are interested in the
detailed examination of all ethnolinguistics peculiarities, since this domain cannot
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exist independently without the connection of social, psychological, anthropological,
cognitive and cultural sciences [7, p. 27].

H. Herz was the first one who used the term “picture of the world” in 1959 while
he was discovering the principles of “physical picture of the world” peculiarities and
functioning. He put forward the definition that LSW is a set of internal images of
external subjects that may give a particular connotation and description of these
objects mood and behavior [2, p. 198].

W. Humboldt writes that the abilities of each language are unique and
extraordinary since during the process of things nomination the linguistic picture of
the world is conveying and forming for the bearers of the same language. For each
individual language is regarded as something objective, but if things are known to
them, it transforms into a subjective notion that acquires a one-sided aspect of
representation. The LSP is an ultimate result of the human’s cognitive abilities as well
as mental world perception and its representatives are speakers of the same nations or
ethnic groups [13, p. 412-414]. L. Weisberber was a follower of W. Humboldt’s
theory and put his own efforts in order to develop his opinions and enrich the study
of the linguistic picture of the world with the right taxonomy, approach, classification
as well as theoretical background. He was the first who introduced this term in the
linguistics domain in 2004 while developing the LPW grounded postulation.
Anusiewicz et al. interpret it as formed opinions and word perception that are fixed in
language with the help of verbal and non-verbal means. Very often these beliefs are
depicted in the word meaning and lexical structure, influenced by specific aspects and
mood that come from the non-linguistic world [9, p. 28].

Lingua culturology is "a holistic theoretical study of objects as a practical system
of cultural values reflected in the language, a comparative analysis of the lingua
cultural spheres of different languages (peoples) on the basis of the theory of linguistic
relativity." “Today, cultural linguistics can be recognized as a philological science that
studies different levels of linguistic units, speech activities, different ways of
presenting knowledge about the world of speakers of a particular language through the
study of speech. Lingua culturology has a clear interdisciplinary character, combining
different knowledge about the humanities. Cultural linguistics as a complex and
multifaceted scientific discipline of humanities and culturological nature is interrelated
with many related disciplines: culturology, ethnolinguistics, sociolinguistics,
intercultural communication, cognitive linguistics, ethnic psycholinguistics, lingo
philosophy and other disciplines.

Numerous Native American, First Nations, and Inuit communities speak a
diverse range of indigenous languages throughout North America.

Communication, flexibility, and cognitive capabilities can all be
enhanced by learning a tribal language. It's also a very fulfilling method to be in touch
with mankind and history.

The idea of “New Uzbekistan is significant in that it is aimed at transforming the
country into a democratic, legal and social state, raising the standard of living of the
people to a higher level, further raising the economy, improving the education and
health system, ensuring the rights and freedoms of citizens, achieving openness and
transparency in all aspects of social life. The idea of “New Uzbekistan” is a concept
that determines the future of the country and is aimed at transforming Uzbekistan into
a developed, democratic and legal state. It is noteworthy that the culture and nationality
of Uzbekistan have been preserved and polished for centuries and have not lost their
importance. The task of today is to ensure the survival of these values, to convey them
to future generations. This issue, it is appropriate to admit, is directly related to the
peace, prosperity, well-being of the motherland, state protection, and today it is
important to educate young people in the spirit of patriotism and military patriotism.
Analysis of thematic literature (Literature review). It is a very important task to educate
young people in the spirit of military patriotism on before day, to strengthen their civil
position [1.258.].

The process of educating young people in the spirit of military patriotism in the
"New Uzbekistan" was carried out by the president of the Republic of Uzbekistan
mentioned in the works of Sh.Mirziyoev. Also in the scientific journal "Military
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patriotism high confidence and loyalty™ doctor of philosophy in military sciences
B.X.Toshmatov covered the traditional and modern methods of educating young
people in the spirit of patriotism, a doctor of legal sciences, professor M.B.Usmanov
reflected on the incomparable role of historical, spiritual and cultural heritage in
educating young people in the spirit of patriotism. Doctor of philosophy in Philosophy
(PhD) in his study, K.X.Usmanov spoke about the national spiritual and moral
foundations of the formation of a sense of military patriotism in young people. But the
socio-philosophical analysis of the process of educating young people in the spirit of
military patriotism in New Uzbekistan has not been studied as an actual topic.

Research Methodology. The methodological basis of the study is the methods of
objectivity (objectivity), historicity, logic, succession, systemality, hermeneutics,
interpretation, comparative analysis of scientific knowledge. These research methods
will help to develop an in-depth understanding of the process of educating young
people in the spirit of military patriotism in New Uzbekistan, the search for ways to
identify and eliminate problems, effective measures to solve problems.

The spirit of military patriotism is an important factor for
the security, stability and future of the country, and youth is the future of the country,
raising the intellectual potential, mindfulness and worldview of young people, the
demand for a period to educate a harmonious generation living with patriotism, love
for the people and a sense of loyalty [2,275.]. The education of young people in the
spirit of military patriotism has a direct impact on the development of the country. "It
is necessary to talk more with young people, listen to their hearts, know their pain,
provide practical support for solving their problems, especially to teach girl children to
master the secrets of science, professions, protect their interests, help them find a
worthy place in life. In the implementation of these tasks, we rely on the rich spiritual
heritage of national traditions, ancestors, formed over the centuries. In the hearts of
young people, we strengthen the propaganda work aimed at maturing the feeling of
love and loyalty to the motherland, raising them in the spirit of a healthy lifestyle.
National policy on this subject will be strictly continued under the newly adopted law
"on public youth policy"[3.355.].

Secondly, modernization. In modern society, the expected goal is achieved by
using any modern methods and technologies to keep young people from various
influences and alien forces, harmful information, educate them in the spirit of military
patriotism. It is always a pressing issue to educate young people as "an independent-
minded person, deep in modern knowledge and profession, with a strong life position,
a truly patriotic person [4,189].] remains.

Third, problem and solution. "Are young people truly patriotic?", revealing a
block of problems. The attachment of today's youth to the virtual world is alienating
from the feelings of being able to see the Real world, protecting the motherland,
patriotism. A solution is found by reminding young people about patriotism and
military patriotism every day and at all times, applying it in the upbringing process,
developing strategies and programs, analyzing the problem at the government level.
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After all, "being always alert and alert in today's conditions, where there is a complex
situation all over the world, the threat of terrorism, extremism and radicalism is
growing, the defense capability of our country, the comprehensive strengthening of the
potential of the Armed Forces — an important condition and guarantee of security and
stability and the provision of a peaceful life " [5.138]. Although "New Uzbekistan" is
a very slang word, care must be taken when applying the concepts of new and old to
the state. With only one meaning of the word, a completely different view can be
formed in the minds of young people. When will the new old take its place? The state
Is a complex system, the progress and transformation of which has become a constant
process. When determining whether a state will be "New", its history, culture, socio-
political system and economic system are taken into account. The change in the state
system assumes that the state will be new.

Changes in the legislation of the state, fundamental changes in the socio-political
system of the state, changes in the economic system of the state, changes in the culture
and traditions of the state determine the new state. Although the idea of "new
Uzbekistan™ according to the philosophical law marks a new stage in the development
of Uzbekistan, the history, culture and traditions of Uzbekistan retain its distinctive
features. Any "new" does not lose its "old" properties in itself. In the "New
Uzbekistan", military patriotic education is of serious importance, in which feelings
such as readiness to defend the motherland as a form of patriotism aimed at ensuring
the safety of the motherland are embodied, knowledge of military service as a "sacred
duty", respect for military personnel.

Military patriotism encourages a person to
perceive military service as a "duty", to contribute to ensuring its safety. Accordingly,
the govermentare obliged to actively participate in the education of young people in
the spirit of military patriotism and in the education of a sense of pride, loyalty and
patriotism in military personnel, a spirit of militancy and a sense of readiness for the
protection of the motherland at any time [8.325].].

Fourth, a sense of reverence for military servants. Together with the realization
of the loyalty of military personnel to the duty to protect the motherland, it urges to
appreciate their glorious work. Respect for military personnel is an important element
of patriotic culture.

Therefore, for the development of "new Uzbekistan", it is important to form
military patriotic feelings in the hearts of the younger generation, to prepare them for
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the protection of their native land, to recognize military service as a sacred" duty of
youth", to protect the minds of the younger generation from negative influences, to
return the strays to the right path, every citizen of Uzbekistan]. Military patriotic
education is determined not by the abundance of cultural events, but by the degree of
appreciation of the educated, courageous, brave, heroes of society. Today, the fact that
the National Army has become a real school of valor, dedication, true patriotism for
thousands or thousands of sons is undoubtedly our greatest achievement on this path.
This fact is recognized by all parents in our country, all our people with pride, with
gratitude [10.320.].

The following constructive directions of educating young people in the spirit of
military patriotism were presented at the new Uzbekistan: to form a historical
consciousness, the rich history, culture of Uzbekistan, great dynasties and rulers of the
Kingdom, Heroes of the nation, significant events, a lot about the achievements and
the promotion. "We have a great history that is worth admiring. We have greatness that
Is worth admiring. We have immeasurable wealth that is worth admiring. And | believe
that our great future will certainly be worth it if God desires it, [11.482.]. Popularization
of rituals, while remembering historical events. Reading the battle and literature,
watching films, familiarizing yourself with the military education system, military
history, military achievements and military training, reflecting historical heroism.

In fact patriotism, a sense of military patriotism, "feeds first of all from great
history, the courage of ancestors” [12.329.]. An important aspect of the extensive study
of the history and culture of Uzbekistan is that the younger generation, in fact, from
how Uzbekistan came into being, is aware of the country's struggle for independence,
the problem in the years of independence and its optimal solutions, Uzbekistan's own
path of development and independence, the problem in the construction of the new
Uzbekistan today and the ways There is a proverb in our people that "it is better to see
once than to hear a hundred times.

The importance of documentary films featuring historical books, combat films, war
plates in the upbringing of young people in the spirit of military patriotism is
incomparable. As factors in the patriotism of a person of historical works, it is
appropriate to know the past of the motherland, to see the courage of those who gave
their lives for the motherland, to increase national pride, to bring pride in their
homeland. The second aspect of the issue is that historical works, in addition to
exuberant feelings of military patriotism in the hearts of the younger generation,
provoke an escalation of national conflicts through knowledge of historical truth, the
development of radical forms of patriotism, putting one's own nation above other
nations, exalting the nation in a nationalistic spirit.
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The impact of historical works will depend on the worldview, level of
consciousness, knowledge and skills of the younger generation and the social
environment. Giving more information about historical figures. By feeding young
people with knowledge about historical figures of Uzbekistan, such as Amir Temur,
Jaloliddin Manguberdi, Zahiriddin Muhammad Babur, Alisher Navoi, patriotic and
military patriotic feelings are raised in them. Zahiriddin Muhammad Babur, from the
age of twelve, in order to preserve the Timurid state, struck himself both on fire and on
the crest, not afraid of any enemy nor of the test. For a moment in his forty-six years
of life, passed without knowledge. He left to his descendants the great love of the
Motherland, the noble virtues [13.8-9 .].

Socio-philosophical interpretation of battleships. It is advisable to analyze
Important events in the history of Uzbekistan, objectively assess their causes and
consequences, learn from historical events, not repeat mistakes like it in the future, and
use the necessary technologies and tools for the formation of historical consciousness.
"Today's rapidly changing world is facing humanity, while opening new horizons and
opportunities in front of young people, exposing them to various evil dangers that have
not been seen before. As many as there are taxs, such as religious extremism, terrorism,
drugs, human trafficking, illegal migration, "crowd culture", bringing severe calamities
and blindness to the heads of families, countries. We are all witnessing this. Mercenary
forces are stripping children whose minds have not yet fully formed against their
parents, against their homeland, and their lives are being destroyed [14.354.]. In order
for there to be a more complete picture of military patriotism, it is important for young
people to get acquainted with the life of military personnel, to know their dedication to
ensuring the security of their homeland.

Conclusion. For the development of "New Uzbekistan", it is important to educate
young people in the spirit of military patriotism, and the patriotic spirit of young people
Is a guarantee of the development of the country. Military patriotic education should
not be limited to training for military service. Educational work, in which all spheres
of society are embodied, including family, school, neighborhood, educational
institutions, media, cultural institutions, spirituality centers, social institutions, national
consciousness, national pride, loyalty to the motherland, gives practical results. For the
formation of a national consciousness, young people need to know and respect the
history, culture, spirituality, language, religion, customs of the nation. In the education
of military patriotism, modern methods and technologies, the rational use of various
games, contests, concours, lectures, films, military sports, military games, military
master classes arising from the interests and needs of young people give effective
results.

Offers (Receptions). First of all, creating interactive games, mobile applications
on the culture, history and national traditions of Uzbekistan, organizing excursions
throughout cultural sites to form historical consciousness;

secondly, to bring the axiological aspect of national values to high status through
videos, animations, documentaries, fiction, motion pictures.

nationalism;
fourth, to show the essence of the concept of military patriotism by forming a
positive attitude towards military service through videos, animations, films about
military service;
fifth, strengthening military education through the restoration of military
patriotic clubs and the establishment of the work of sects, holding events and
competitions, festivals;
sixth, to fully ensure the implementation of legislation on the upbringing of
young people in the spirit of military patriotism; seventh, the effective organization of
the process of educating young people in the spirit of love for the motherland so that
they can become brave, brave, truly patriotic, among the new achievements and
triumphs in every field.
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Early Ukrainian Christianity (11th-12th centuries) was founded on the one true
faith of Christ, which taught the correct (“orthodox™) way to believe in Christ and
rightly glorify Him, in contrast to various false heretical teachings of the time. It also
possessed a universal — Catholic — character by recognizing the successor of Saint Peter
the Apostle, the Pope of Rome, as the head of the Church alongside the Byzantine
Church. Even after the Great Schism of the Universal Church in 1054, the Kyiv
Church's loyalty to the apostolic leadership of Christ's Church remained a defining
feature of Ukrainian Christianity.

Today, the Ukrainian Catholic Church of the Byzantine Rite (UCC-BR) represents
Ukrainian Catholicism as the successor of the Kyiv Church and an Eastern Catholic
particular church. It is historically known as the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church
(UGCC). Ukrainian Catholicism, both in its early history and today, is distinguished
by the preservation of Eastern Christian traditions and an unbroken unity with the
Universal Catholic Church, while also fostering national ecclesiastical traditions.

This reflects its universality, inherent to the entire Catholic Church.

The issue of the dual unity of the Ukrainian Catholic Church of the Byzantine Rite
(UCC-BR) has deep historical roots, confirmed by the thousand-year history of the
Kyiv Church and Ukrainian Christianity as a whole. A vivid testament to this unity is
the Kyiv Church’s response to the 1054 schism of Christ’s Church into the Catholic
and Orthodox Churches, along with the early history of Ukrainian Catholicism,
beginning with the Baptism of Kyivan Rus in 988.

This issue holds particular relevance today due to the modern interdenominational
situation in Ukraine and the insufficient, often biased, research on this topic in
Ukrainian theological and historical studies. Consequently, it requires a more in-depth
examination. Investigating the theological and historical roots of early Ukrainian
Catholicism is essential to gaining a deeper understanding of the local identity of the
UCC-BR within the context of its Catholicity.

The adoption of Christianity in Ukraine brought about significant state-church and
spiritual-cultural transformations in Ukrainian life. Given the complexity of Ukraine's
ecclesiastical history following the aforementioned schism and its frequent unilateral
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or biased portrayal in church historiography, this issue demands a thorough and
objective study to accurately reflect the formation of the identity of the Ukrainian
Church and, specifically, the Ukrainian Catholic Church of the Byzantine Rite.

The study of the identity of the Ukrainian Catholic Church of the Byzantine Rite
(UCC-BR) in its full historical scope serves not only as a scientific foundation for
understanding its Catholicity but also as a means for its continued self-refinement and
assessment in light of contemporary challenges. Kyivan Rus was the first state in the
Slavic East of Europe where Christianity became an integral component of the nation’s
cultural and state development.

In this process, Byzantium played a crucial role, as Kyivan Rus adopted
Christianity according to the Byzantine rite. The baptism of Kyivan Rus at the end of
the 10th century, conducted in this rite, was in unity with the Latin rite at the time,
thereby carrying a universal character of worldwide significance. Ukraine and its
Church, the Kyiv Church, have diligently preserved and continue to uphold this
tradition precisely because of its universal nature.

The issue of the formation of Ukrainian Christianity, particularly Ukrainian
Catholicism, has gained significant relevance in contemporary theological, religious,
and historical scholarship. An objective presentation of this development contributes
not only to a truthful portrayal of the ecclesiastical, theological, and liturgical identity
of the UCC-BR but also to a broader understanding of the Ukrainian church-building,
state-building, and cultural processes.

Given the specificity of this research subject, its goal is to identify and analyze the
ecclesiastical-organizational and theological-cultural origins of Ukrainian Catholicism,
using the UCC-BR as an example in the context of the Church’s development of its
identity as a local, self-governing church — an organic component of the Universal
Church.

During and after the time of its Christianization, Ukraine rivaled Byzantium in
power and strength, while surpassing it in territorial size. The Kyiv Church, supported
by the Grand Princes of Kyiv, consistently defended its administrative independence
from the Byzantine Patriarchate while maintaining loyalty to the Apostolic See in
Rome both before and after the Great Schism of 1054:

"Our ancestors strove for a thousand years to maintain a connection with the
Apostolic Roman See, and in the years 1595 and 1596 secured unity with the Roman
Catholic Church under certain conditions solemnly promised by the Roman pontiffs.
For four centuries, this unity was affirmed by a great number of martyrs among
Ukrainians, and our days are likewise gloriously recorded in the annals of the Church
for the defense of Holy Unity by our brothers" (Patriarch Joseph,1992).

The conciliarity and universality of Christ's Catholic Church remained unchanged
until 1054, a year considered by historians as marking the schism of the Church into
two branches due to an illegitimate breach of unity. This division was provoked by the
personal ambitions of then-Patriarch of Constantinople, Cerularius, who, disregarding
the conciliar nature of Christ's Church, refused to recognize the primacy of the Pope,
granted by Jesus Christ Himself to the successors of Saint Peter the Apostle (Mt.
16:18).
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As a result, the Church of Christ was divided by human, non-Christian actions into
two parts—Eastern and Western, or Byzantine and Roman. The events in
Constantinople in July 1054 essentially laid the foundation for what became known as
"Catholicism" and "Orthodoxy."

During the first millennium of Christianity, the focus was on spreading and
establishing the Gospel truth about Christ, His teachings, and their true meaning. From
the beginning of the second millennium to the present day, the emphasis has shifted to
the correct interpretation of the Gospel teaching regarding Christ’s institution—the
Church. (Stanley, 2018)

The historical events of 1054 and their subsequent development were closely
related to the Kyiv-Ukrainian Church and Ukrainian Christianity as a whole. Papal
envoys returning from Constantinople to Rome passed through Kyiv, where they were
received with great honors. They left a copy of the authentic excommunication bull
with Prince lziaslav Yaroslavich—the most reliable version obtained by the Byzantine
Emperor from Rus’. From this copy, the emperor learned of Cerularius' falsification of
the diplomatic document and took action against the patriarch (Chubaty, 1965, p. 338).

In the autumn of 1054, when Patriarch Michael Cerularius convened a synod in
Constantinople to excommunicate the Roman legates, all the metropolitans of the
Byzantine Patriarchate participated—except for Metropolitan Hilarion of Kyiv. This
absence demonstrated that the Ukrainian Church had no part in Cerularius' actions and
continued its ties with the Roman See. Thus, Kyiv did not formally or practically take
steps toward the schism of Christ’s Church in 1054.The extent of Ukraine’s distance
from a break with Rome can be seen in Metropolitan Hilarion's work On Law and
Grace, where no mention is made of any possibility or danger of church separation.

Thus, the Byzantine events of 1054 held no significance in Kyiv and did not disrupt
the Ukrainian Church's neutrality. It was only nearly a century later, after the long reign
of the Monomakh dynasty and despite the consistent resistance of Ukrainian Christians,
that Byzantium managed to sway the Ukrainian Church to its side. The policies of Yuri
Dolgorukiy and Andrey Bogolyubsky significantly shifted this stance (Romanko,
2019).

However, neither then nor later did the Ukrainian Church engage in anti-Roman
propaganda or polemics. The reign of the descendants of Grand Prince of Kyiv
Yaroslav the Wise demonstrated the Ukrainian Church's loyalty to Christ’s Church.
The reigns of Grand Prince Iziaslav and his son Yaropolk marked the height of the
Universal Church’s presence in Ukraine. Historians regard Iziaslav as the ruler most
connected with the Catholic Church (Chubaty, 1965, p. 339).

Twenty years after the Church schism, Grand Prince lziaslav fled to Poland and
later to Germany. From there, he appealed to both heads of the Christian
commonwealth (Communitas Christiana)—Pope Gregory VII and Emperor Henry
IV—sending envoys led by his son Yaropolk to Rome to request the Pope's protection
for the entire Ukrainian land. Through the assistance and mediation of Rome, Iziaslav
was able to reclaim the grand princely throne in 1077.(Romanko, 2019)

It is crucial to note that these relations with Rome and appeals to the Pope did not
damage the prince’s reputation among his subjects. Even more significant was the full
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support of the spiritual leader of the Ukrainian Kyiv Church—the Pechersk
Monastery—for the prince’s actions. Additionally, it is worth recalling that Prince
Yaropolk was canonized as a saint by the Ukrainian Church after his death.

Another notable example of the relations between Kyiv and Rome is seen in the
successor of lziaslav, his wife, and his mother, Gertrude.

All of them often knelt in prayer before the image of St. Peter with special
reverence. Prince lziaslav's favorable disposition toward Rome is also evident in his
declaration of himself as a vassal of the Holy See. It is likely that he received a royal
crown from Pope Gregory VII.

After Iziaslav’s death, the positive church relations between Kyiv and Rome did
not cease. Vsevolod's daughter, Eupraxia-Praksaeda Adelaide, who was unhappily
married to King Henry IV, sought protection from the Pope and received permission
for a unilateral divorce. This did not prevent her from returning to Kyiv, joining a
monastery, and being buried in the Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra. (Kyyak, 2003)

Thus, the Kyiv Church, as the church of a powerful state, did not wish to become
a vassal of Byzantine patriarchs. In 1051, Prince Yaroslav the Wise, against the will of
the Byzantine emperor and patriarch, appointed Ukrainian (Ruthenian) Hilarion as
Kyiv's metropolitan at a council of Kyiv Church bishops (1051-1054). Hilarion was
the first ideologist of Kyiv's stance against Byzantine Christianity.

The worldview foundation of this Ukrainian theological doctrine was the belief that
God’s mercy is the determining factor without which no personal, national, or global
salvation is possible. Based on this, the primary principle of Kyiv Christianity, as
formulated by Metropolitan Hilarion, was the Christian-social principle, which
declared the responsibility of individuals and nations to productively use God’s mercy
and build God's Kingdom on Earth. This principle, Eastern in origin, was realized on
Catholic and universal foundations by Kyiv Christianity (Stadnyk, et al., 2024).

Thus, Metropolitan Hilarion derived from his religious program the primary
consequence of the duty of every person to work for the common good of their nation.
The second consequence was the principle of the Kyiv Church's self-sufficiency and
autonomy in its relations with the Constantinople Patriarch. The third conclusion drawn
by the Metropolitan emphasized the equal responsibility of both church and state for
spreading Christianity within the state and for integrating the truths of the Gospel into
the spiritual life of its citizens as foundational norms.

These conclusions by the metropolitan are a vivid testimony to the Catholic nature
of the Christian worldview he espoused, as well as that of the entire Kyiv Church, and
confirm why we find similar principles in the modern social doctrine of the Catholic
Church (John Paul 11, 1993, p. 454).
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SMM is a product of the development of radio wave methods of an electrodeless
non-destructive method of controlling the electrophysical parameters of various
materials and a new direction of probe nanotechnologies, which can be called
"microwave nanodiagnostics of materials and objects".

It covers multi-parameter high-resolution monitoring of the spatial distribution
(tomography) of the electrophysical properties of objects and, based on it, the
assessment of the functional capabilities of various nanotechnologies and
nanoconductors, etc.

SMM allows us to detect local defects and inhomogeneities in integrated circuits.
The detection of residual stresses in semiconductors and metals is based on the
detection of increased resistivity in stressed regions due to increased dispersion of
carriers [1].

Ready-made models of scanning microwave microscopes are already being
manufactured in the world. In particular, the Agilent company [2] produces them on
the basis of an atomic force microscope (AFM) in combination with a vector network
analyzer (VNA). However, the resulting microscope turns out to be quite expensive
due to the VNA installed in it. This device can be replaced by a device consisting of a
microwave generator, a resonator measuring transducer (RMT) and frequency
converter [1]. But in order to correctly interpret the obtained results in the process of
diagnosing various objects, it is necessary to first of all investigate the electrodynamic
properties of the RMT and, in general, the electrodynamics of the processes that take
place in the probe-object system.

To understand the nature of evanescent electromagnetic fields by establishing the
real distribution of the field in the object under study is possible only by modeling the
system in which the diagnostic probe will interact with the object under study. The
results of such modeling are shown in Fig. 1, where we can see the model of the probe-
object system and the processes that take place in it in real time.

Any method of scientific knowledge is essentially based on the idea of modeling.
Although modeling is theoretical in nature, in fact it is in some sense an experiment,
albeit a theoretical one. But this is not essential, since the very idea of division into
empirical and theoretical levels of knowledge is conditional. When working with
empirical data, we almost always use theoretical concepts [3].

The main types of modeling are physical and mathematical. In physical modeling,
unlike mathematical modeling, the model and the modeling object have the same
nature. In mathematical modeling, the created model is a system of mathematical
relationships. The main method of mathematical modeling is analytical, which is used
to describe strictly deterministic systems. A characteristic feature of the considered
method is the possibility of reproduction by a model in accordance with the tasks of
researching certain essential properties, structures of the object under study,
relationships and relations between its elements. In the process of cognition, the model
Is not the basis, the object is the basis, because the model is in some sense its copy, and
when solving engineering problems, design and construction, on the contrary, the
model is the primary basis, thanks to which the object will be created.

The model is a marker that reflects the currently relevant level of knowledge about
the researched object. But it should also be noted that the success of scientific
knowledge is primarily determined by the competence of a scientist as a specialist in a
certain field. After all, philosophical knowledge forms the general culture of the
researcher's thinking [4]. Modeling of the process of interaction of microwave waves
with various objects was not always available. At first, these were some cumbersome
theoretical models with an extremely complex analytical description, which not only
reflected the essence of the processes in the studied system, but often, on the contrary,
gave the opposite result. With the advent of numerical methods, which are based on
solving the system of Maxwell's equations by the finite element method, we can talk
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about the possibility of creating a universal accurate model to a certain extent [5]. After
all, it is impossible to create a universal model that could answer all questions of
interest; each of them gives only an approximate description of the phenomenon, and
its different properties are reflected in different models. Modeling is used when it is
Impractical, inconvenient or impossible to study a real object with all its properties.

Modeling is a method, and the model is a form of this method, a means of scientific
knowledge. The modeling method has generality, since any object can be modeled: this
possibility is tantamount to recognition of their fundamental recognisability. The
difference between the model and the object is observed mainly in the fact that the
model, which reflects the structure of the original, simplifies it, distracting from the
non-essential. Therefore, the model serves as a generalized reflection of the
phenomenon, but it is by no means identical to it. The model is the result of an abstract
generalization of practical experience, and not a direct result of an experiment. Each
factor characterizing the phenomenon must receive a clear definition in the model,
which must be stable throughout the reasoning.

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Abstract — A resonator approach is proposed for determining the complex
dielectric permittivity of ice in Ka-waveband by fabricating a dielectric resonator from
the material under study, excited by whispering gallery modes. The experimentally
obtained electrodynamic characteristics of resonators, made by freezing various types
of water, allowed us to calculate the corresponding real and imaginary parts of the
dielectric permittivity.

Measurements of the electrical characteristics of ice and snow at microwave
frequencies have attracted the attention of researchers since the advent of radar
technology [1-3]. In recent years, interest in measuring the properties of ice has grown
with the development of radio communication, radio astronomy, and remote sensing
methods for studying Earth's surface and atmosphere in the millimeter range of the
electromagnetic spectrum [4-6]. Reliable values for the complex dielectric constant of
ice and its dependence on frequency and temperature are essential for modeling snow
and clouds. However, until recently, the primary methods for studying the dielectric
characteristics of ice and snow at microwaves have been either free-space measurement
or waveguide techniques. As a result, measurements of the complex dielectric
permittivity of ice reported in numerous studies show significant discrepancies. These
discrepancies are particularly pronounced in measurements of the imaginary part of the
dielectric permittivity, primarily due to its low value and its strong dependence on
temperature [7-9].

For measuring the dielectric properties of materials with low electromagnetic
energy losses in the microwave frequency range, methods based on the use of dielectric
resonators (DR) excited by whispering gallery modes (WGM) have become widely
used in recent years.

Ice is a dielectric whose imaginary part of the dielectric permittivity can be three
to four orders of magnitude lower than that of water. This suggests the feasibility of
creating high Q-factor DR from ice and determining the dielectric properties of the ice
based on the resonator's characteristics. This approach eliminates the need for complex
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interferometric setups, which typically involve two measurement channels with two
generators, two resonators, and other components. The purpose of this study is to
develop a hemispherical ice-based DR excited by WGM and to investigate its
electrodynamic characteristics.

Alongside disk-shaped DRs excited by WGM, hemispherical DRs have recently
been proposed and gained popularity [12, 13]. Compared to disk-shaped DRs, such
resonators exhibit 20-25% higher Q-factors due to reduced radiation losses.
Additionally, the electrodynamic calculations for these resonators involve fewer
approximations and assumptions, resulting in greater accuracy. A hemispherical
resonator made of ice offers further advantages, including improved durability against
the fracturing of its brittle edges.

The experiments utilized hemispheres made of ice created artificially from distilled
water, unboiled tap water, boiled tap water, and melted snow collected in urban
conditions. The water was poured into a template shaped like a metallic hole half-
sphere, with an inner polished surface. To reduce the amount of air in the ice sample,
the water was preheated to 50—60°C. The sample was then placed in a freezer and
frozen gradually over several hours, with the minimum freezer temperature reaching -
15°C. The ice sample was removed from the template in a cool room and installed on
the measurement setup. Air trapped in the ice often accumulated near the pole of the
hemisphere, forming an opaque, cloudy ice structure. Near the equatorial plane, the ice
was more homogeneous and transparent. Notably, the propagation of WG
electromagnetic waves near the equatorial plane in the thin ice layer does not require
high-quality preparation of the entire hemisphere. The central part of the hemisphere
could even contain liquid water. This characteristic of the measured samples differs
from those used in other dielectric permittivity measurement methods, which demand
higher uniformity throughout the sample's volume. The sample’s temperature of -15°C
could be maintained for several minutes during the measurement of the electrodynamic
properties of the hemispherical ice DR. The appearance of a water film on the spherical
surface led to a rapid decline in the resonator’s Q-factor and a complete loss of its
resonant properties. Additional experiments were conducted with DRs created by
cooling water to -17°C.

The tested hemispherical ice resonators, with a diameter of 84 mm, were excited in
the 33-37 GHz range at five E-type resonant modes. Excitation was achieved using
waves from a dielectric waveguide through distributed coupling with the WGM of the
resonator. The dielectric waveguide, with a cross-section of 7.2x3.4 mm?, was
positioned near and parallel to the equatorial plane of the hemisphere. The resonant
fields were concentrated in an equatorial band approximately 12 mm wide. When the
dielectric waveguide was placed near the pole of the hemisphere, excitation of polar
bands of electromagnetic fields indicated the poor quality of ice in the polar region,
which was also visually observed as ice heterogeneity in this area. The resonant
frequencies f, and their Q-factors Q were studied using a SWR-meter, which allowed
precise determination of these parameters.

Fig. 1 shows the frequency dependence of the amplitude A of the microwave signal
passing through the resonator as a function of frequency f in the range of 33-37 GHz.
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The results were obtained for two hemispherical resonators made from distilled water
(curve 1) and unboiled tap water (curve 2).

The five observed resonances are nearly equidistant on the frequency axis, with an
interval of Af, = 0,685 GHz for ice made from distilled water and Af, = 0,75 GHz for
ice made from unboiled tap water. These frequency intervals are determined by the
diameter of the hemisphere and the real part of the complex dielectric permittivity &’ of
the material from which the resonator is made. The Q-factor Q of the resonant curves
is influenced by dielectric losses in the resonator material and allows for determining
the imaginary part of the complex dielectric permittivity ¢”. The Q-factor of the
resonator made from distilled water is Q1:=1420, while for the resonator made from

unboiled tap water is Q,=320. These values have a weak dependence on the choice of
the operating frequency within the studied frequency range. This is explained by the
excitation of WGM with high indices (n>40) in the experiment, for which radiation
energy losses remain nearly constant. Using the experimental values of the frequency
intervals Af, and Q, and the relationships outlined in [14], the complex dielectric
permittivity values were calculated. For the experiments summarized in Table | the
calculated values of the dielectric permittivity of ice made from distilled water are

¢'=3,13+3,14 and ¢"=2,26x10° and for ice made from unboiled tap water, the
calculated values are ¢'=2,58+2,67 and &"'=(8,6+8,9)x107,

These data are of interest as limiting cases of the dielectric properties of ice, since
the real and imaginary parts of the dielectric permittivity for ice made from boiled tap
water and melted snow lie within the interval between the values for distilled water and
unboiled tap water. Interestingly, the imaginary part of the dielectric permittivity for
ice made from melted snow is close to the corresponding value for ice made from
distilled water, which indicates low energy loss in the waves within this medium.

In addition to the noticeable difference in the Q-factors of oscillations between the
two ice resonator hemispheres (made from distilled and tap water), less noticeable
differences were observed in the measured characteristics of the resonators, which
varied from experiment to experiment. These variations were attributed to the quality
of the ice being fabricated, including the presence of small air bubbles, the
manifestation of a polycrystalline ice structure, or tiny cracks within the ice.

The table shows that despite some differences in the measurements of the real and
imaginary parts of the complex dielectric permittivity of ice made from water of a
certain quality and at the same temperature, the difference in the measured Q-factor Q
values for resonators made from ice of different water qualities is much more
significant. This is due to an increase of nearly four times & for ice made from tap
water.

An interesting question arises regarding the preservation of the electrodynamic
properties of ice under high (room) temperatures. To address this, measurements were
taken of the amplitude of the resonant response as a function of heating time for ice
placed in an environment at temperatures of +9°C, +17°C, and +20°C. The data on the
changes in these values are presented in the graphs showing the dependence of the
amplitude A of the resonant response (normalized to its maximum value Amax as a
function of time t for the ice exposed to positive external temperatures (Fig. 2). After
about 5 minutes of measurement, the ice resonator was refrozen to restore its original
temperature. The refreezing time ranged from 2 hours to 1 day. In Fig. 2, the solid
curves represent the data obtained after refreezing for 1 day, while the dashed curves
correspond to the data obtained after 2 hours of refreezing.
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Figure 2. Amplitude of the resonant response as a function of heating time
for various ambient temperature and time of refreezing distilled water.

Fig. 2 shows that as the ambient temperature increases, the rate of decay of the
whispering gallery wave in the ice also increases. At lower ambient temperatures
(+9°C), the ice can maintain its electrodynamic properties for some time (up to 1.5
minutes), as indicated by the stable values of the amplitude of the observed resonant
response. An important factor in this process is the "ice recovery time" — the time
required for refreezing. As seen, when the refreezing time is short (2 hours), the change
in the amplitude ratio A/Am,. occurs within the first few seconds of measurements. This
is likely related to the ability of the ice to accumulate a reserve of negative temperature.
With longer refreezing times, the ice has the ability to compensate for the positive
ambient temperature in the initial stages of the measurements using its own resources.

Thus, the conducted research demonstrates the possibility of creating high Q-factor
resonators made of ice, excited in the millimeter-wave range using whispering gallery
mode oscillations. It has been shown that such resonators can serve as highly sensitive
cells for measuring the complex dielectric permittivity of the ice from which they are
made. Further studies are needed to improve the quality control of the ice samples,
fabricated in the hemispherical form, to reduce the variability in the measured dielectric
properties from experiment to experiment.
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Abstract: The concept of a criminal person, his behavior, characteristics, changes
and disturbances in his mentality, types of criminal persons, their psychological
structure, their differences, the reasons and conditions that lead to the commission of
crimes are discussed.
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Changes in the criminal's legal and psychological concepts, behavior, psychology,
factors that lead to the formation of a criminal, reasons that lead to the commission of
crimes as a result of changes in the way of life and social life, factors and characteristics
of the formation of a criminal is to give an understanding of. In addition, it is a legal
and psychological description of the criminal, the study of the psychological processes
of the person who committed the crime, that is, how to work with the criminal and the
social and legal consequences of the crime committed.

The work can be useful for law enforcement agencies, psychologists, sociologists,
and all those who work in the field of psychological studies in order to prevent future
theft crimes by persons of mature age.

In the article, the legal and psychological concepts and description of a criminal,
changes in his behavior, psychology, conditions and factors that lead to the formation
of a criminal, reasons for committing crimes in the process of changes in lifestyle and
lifestyle, and factors and about the characteristics of the criminal personality in the
formation process, how to work with the person who committed the crime, and the
psychological processes of the social and legal consequences of the crime he
committed is learning.

The concept of a criminal person is defined in the most general form as the
uniqueness of the social quality of a person guilty of a criminal offense. Criminal
personality is characterized by legal characteristics and psychological characteristics.
According to the law, the legal signs are specific to the subject of the crime and include
the following:

- the fact of committing a criminal offense;

- age of onset of criminal liability;

-sanity in relation to the committed crime;
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- the time periods when the person who committed the crime has the appropriate
legal status, i.e. the process from the time of the attempt to commit the crime to the
removal or removal of the conviction.

The concept of the person of the criminal covers various aspects of the legal status
of the person who committed the crime. According to his legal status, the criminal can
be studied as a subject of behavior and legal relations with different types of legal
significance, in particular:

-criminal act,

-behavior after the crime,

- as a criminal proceeding (suspect, accused), as a subject (convict) of criminal-
executive legal relations and as an object of correction,

- as well as a person released from punishment, a convicted person and an object
of prevention.

Each of these approaches to a person who has committed a crime corresponds to
his specific tasks of studying his identity, which are related to the tasks of law
enforcement agencies.

The psychological characteristics of a criminal are expressed in a set of
psychological characteristics that are the internal conditions of criminal behavior, and
also determine the individuality of other legally significant behaviors related to the
legal status of the person who committed the crime. In criminal psychology, the
personality of the criminal is studied as the personality of the subject of criminal
behavior. Psychological features that are important for explaining the internal causes
of such behavior are considered. These characteristics are manifested in a combination
of psychological characteristics that represent the criminogenic potential of a person,
that is, the internal possibility of a person to commit a certain criminal act under certain
conditions. Such a potential is interpreted as social danger for a person in the theory of
criminal law.

In criminal psychology, the study of the personality of the criminal is focused on
his knowledge as a subject of criminal behavior. The tasks of such research are as
follows:

- to reveal a set of psychological characteristics that represent the personal
conditions of criminal behavior,

- distinguishing the psychological personality types of criminals,

- understanding the factors and laws of the formation of criminogenic
characteristics of a person,

- development of methods, i.e. psychological study and assessment of its
criminogenic power.

This knowledge is necessary for solving and investigating crimes, understanding
their subjective aspects (motives, goals, mental state of the subject), reconstructing the
genesis of crimes. In order to impose a fair and sufficient punishment, it is also
necessary to study the personality of the criminal psychologically. The next aspect of
the psychological study of the criminal is related to approaching him as a subject of
post-crime behavior. This aspect is the subject of investigative psychology and criminal
investigation psychology. In this regard, it is necessary to study the identity of the
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criminal in order to search for him and make a decision on a preventive measure, to
predict possible actions to hide the traces of the crime. Based on information about the
identity of the criminal, assumptions are made about where he will hide, how he will
behave when arrested, what actions he will take in relation to witnesses, victims, law
enforcement officers, etc.

Criminal behavior is carried out on the basis of the analysis of the criminal
experience of the criminal, his power in the criminal environment, previously
manifested inclinations, intellectual abilities and other individual psychological
qualities. Approaching the criminal as a subject of criminal proceedings is a subject of
criminal investigation psychology and forensic psychology. Psychological knowledge
about his personality is aimed at identifying the personality traits that are important for
the rational construction of investigative tactics. In this regard, what personal
characteristics should be taken into account when establishing a psychological
relationship with him and encouraging him to give the correct testimony, how to react
to certain tactics and methods of legitimate psychological influence on the accused, it
Is important to know in advance how it will behave. This aspect of studying the
personality of a criminal should determine the level of intelligence, thinking style,
memory characteristics, suggestiveness, extroversion-introversion, etc. In domestic
and foreign literature, there are a number of approaches to the psychological
explanation of the criminogenic potential of the criminal and the factors that determine
its formation and manifestation in criminal behavior.

- explanation of illegal behavior determined by genotypic factors;

- determining the motives of criminal behavior;

- identification of the leading criminogenic mental formation (complex);

- studying various psychological characteristics of criminals without
systematization (collector approach);

- identification of mental anomalies as an internal cause of criminal behavior:;

- describe the structure of psychological characteristics of the criminal;

- to consider the internal determinants of criminal behavior as secondary,
depending on external factors-social conditions and influences.

One of the approaches is based on the explanation of criminogenic power
determined by natural (genotypic) inclination, instinct, etc. It can be observed in a
number of concepts:

- anthropological (C. Lombroso, E. Ferri),

-hereditary tendency to crime. (O. Kinberg, E. Lange, E. Geer, J. Pinatel, A.
Stumpl and others),

-constitutional tendency (E. Kretschmer),

-endocrine tendency (Di Tullio, R. Funes, etc.),

- are instinctive actions (Z. Freud, E. Fromm, W. James, K. Lorenz, etc.).

A critical argument related to these concepts is the recognition that the genotypic
conditions of behavior are "under the control" of socially determined ones.

The next approach to studying the identity of the criminal is based on the analysis
of the motive of the crime. A number of researchers agree that the motivation of
criminal behavior is the main concept in the study of subjects of criminal behavior (Yu.
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M. Antonyan, S. V. Borodin, V. V. Guldan, V. N. Kudryavtsev, etc.). As a result of the
study of the motives of crimes, conclusions are made about the motives and needs
associated with individuals who commit certain types of socially dangerous acts.

Endogenous criminals (those who commit crimes on their own initiative),
impulsive (those who experience pleasure in the process of committing crimes),
emotional (those who commit crimes to satisfy strong emotions, release affect), and
"passionate-rational” (those who committed crimes to gain property, career, social,
family status). S.V. Poznyshev expressed an important opinion about the need to
distinguish the main and additional "'signs™ (characteristics) of criminals. However, the
idea of determining the main and additional characteristics of a criminogenic person
has not received a clear and systematic development. The analysis of the motivational
approach shows that, despite the importance of motivation in the study of the
psychology of the criminal personality, researchers rightly recognize that the same
motive can determine behavior that is different in terms of its legal significance
depending on the direction of the person. (both illegal and legal). Therefore, it is not
possible to provide a sufficiently effective explanation of the criminogenic person
based on the study of the motive of the crime and the motive-creating features of the
criminals. A number of studies of the criminal personality are based on the
identification of mental formations that play the role of leading internal factors in
determining criminal behavior. In accordance with this approach, the value-normative
concept of the criminal person developed by A.R. Ratinov occupies an important place.
He calls "value™ the core of a person, it determines a certain perception of reality, the
attitude towards objects, events, people and oneself, the choice of behavior. The subject
evaluates events as values (or anti-values) in terms of his needs. Based on the results
of the assessment, focusing on his own rules and norms, he forms his own behavior.
With the development of a person, an individual value-normative model of behavior is
formed, which includes specific rights and obligations, norms and standards of
behavior, possible and expected sanctions. The advantage of the concept is that it
reveals a number of aspects of personality manifestation in the psychological
mechanism of criminal behavior and defines the factor that makes up the system. Other
researchers use a similar approach. Thus, Yu.M.Antonyan, M.l.Enikeev, V.E.Eminov
come to the following conclusion: "The criminal is distinguished from the law-abiding
person by the negative content of the value-normative system and stable psychological
characteristics, the combination of which has criminogenic significance. They include
impulsivity, aggressiveness, rationality, extreme sensitivity in relationships, alienation
and poor adaptation to a new social situation. They pay particular attention to the
presence of anxiety and social alienation among criminals, which is manifested as a
loss of interest in society, rejection of its values and norms, indifference to social
evaluation, lack of empathy, altruistic feelings, necessary personal values .

Many studies have been conducted on the comparative study of various
psychological characteristics of criminals. At the same time, the studied characteristics
are selected by researchers without analyzing their functions in the formation of
criminal behavior and without justifying their criminogenic significance. This
approach can be called "collector”. Thus, some researchers include the following
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among the criminogenically important personal characteristics of violent criminals: a
high level of aspiration and self-esteem, egocentrism, increased sensitivity, emotional
instability, high reactivity in protecting one's own interests, rigidity of thought
processes, low abilities of flexible forms, behavior, extra response to the influence of
the social environment methods of punishment. In other works, there are other features
that are opposite to those mentioned above and these are: decreased self-esteem, a deep
gap between the real and ideal "I", tendency to take risks, ignoring the threat of
punishment, tendency to achieve goals, irritability, increased sensitivity,
dissatisfaction, feelings of inferiority, delinquency , the need for approval and self-
affirmation in the social environment, the need for dominance, as well as the need for
play, which is satisfied by danger and other acute experiences, and are emotions.

In the process of interpersonal relations and relations with official KMKOs,
criminals with a tendency to impulsive violence have an adequate appearance of
uncertainty, unrealistic, illogical ideas. A comparative study of accentuations of the
character of criminals conducted by V. V. Yustitsky using their standard list showed
that accentuations cause social and legal adjustment and influence the mechanism of
criminal behavior:

a) needs;

b) "ability to meet needs in a legitimate way", difficulties in self-control, despair,
aggressive agitation, anxiety, etc.;

¢) value orientations related to the "self-defense” mechanism, etc. However, the
vast majority of juveniles with similar accents do not commit illegal acts, and many
criminals do not have such accents.

Summarizing the analysis of comparative studies of various personal
characteristics of criminals, it can be concluded that although they show a certain
correlation with criminal behavior, they are not the basis for drawing conclusions about
the criminogenic nature of a person. .

Another approach to explaining the criminogenic nature of a criminal's
personality is based on determining the conditionality of criminal behavior with the
subject's mental anomalies. Among criminals, more people with mental disabilities
have been identified than law-abiding persons. Thus, N. G. Ivanov stated that a large
percentage of "hysterics" are those who committed theft, psychopaths, serious bodily
injury, hooliganism, attacks on police officers, rape and mercenary crimes within the
group. Important conclusions for understanding the role of mental abnormalities in
criminal behavior were made by V.V. Guldan. The author identifies two directions of
formation of motives for criminal actions of psychopathic individuals. These directions
are a violation of the mediation of needs and a violation of their objectification.

Violation of mediation of needs causes the formation of:

1) affective motives manifested in the desire to immediately eliminate the source
of traumatic experiences when emotional arousal violates internal control and leads to
destructive violent actions;

2) situational-impulsive motives manifested in the desire to satisfy the need with
the "closest object” without taking into account existing norms and possible
consequences.
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A violation of the objectification of needs leads to the emergence of psychopathic
self-awareness (the desire to realize a certain personality trait) or surrogate motives
(the realization of which leads not to satisfying the need, but to the temporary relief of
tension), or suggestive motives, which are formed under the influence of the reference
group and determine the manifestation of forms of behavior that are not characteristic
of the subject. V. V. Guldan identifies the following as personal characteristics that
lead to a violation of mediation and objectification of needs:

a) in excitable psychopaths - the level of aspirations, low self-esteem, appearance
of responsibility, tendency to leadership, aggressive and demonstrative reactions, self-
inflation, irritability, touch, conflict, dysphoric mood;

b) in inhibited psychopaths - timidity, indecisiveness, tendency to inhibit reactions
or “rejection” reactions in difficult situations, excessive control of immediate
emotional reactions.

The lack of a stable dynamic stereotype (purposefulness in behavior, rapid change
of interests), a tendency to overestimate one's own abilities, and the search for
excitement and entertainment are the characteristics that lead to the violation of the
objectification of needs in unstable psychopaths. As V. V. Guldan proved, the course
of recidivism of mentally healthy criminals and psychopaths does not significantly
differ from each other. Illegal behavior of psychopathic persons is subject to general
laws of formation of motives of mentally healthy persons (based on similar stages,
connections and similar needs).

In a number of works of criminologists and psychologists, the characteristics of
the criminal personality are revealed by constructing the structure of his characteristics.
Issues of personal composition of the criminal G.A.Avanesov, Yu.M. Antonyan, Yu.D.
Bluvshtein, B.S. Dagel, V.G. Deev, A.l.Enikeev, K.E.Karpets, S.V.Romanova,
A.B.Sitkovskaya, L.B.Filonova and others as a psychological structure, researchers
include:

-characteristics of the need-motivation field (needs, interests, stable motives,
etc.);

-characteristics of the value-normative sphere (views, beliefs, value orientations,
relationships, personality positions, etc.); intellectual characteristics (level of mental
development, thinking characteristics, etc.);

-characteristics representing significant experience in criminal behavior
(knowledge, ability, skill, ability);

- are emotional and volitional characteristics. However, these descriptions of the
structure are not limited to indicating the types of properties and refer only to their
substantive properties in a general sense. Such a description does not provide enough
precise scientific knowledge to provide solutions to practical problems.

A unique approach to the criminal personality is based on the idea that the
individual plays a secondary role in the formation of criminal behavior, and social
conditions are of decisive importance. Thus, the main idea of the concept of social
disorder (K. Shaw, G. McKay) is that the offender is an ordinary person who
adequately responds to abnormal social conditions. The concept of social anomie (R.
Merton) is based on the idea that the social environment creates exaggerated claims
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among certain categories of individuals, but limits the opportunities to satisfy them,
thereby forcing them to engage in illegal behavior. This approach is expressed in the
concept of subculture (A. Kovan, R. Cloward, L. Olin), which shows that delinquent
subcultures cause criminogenic needs, and its content depends on the nature of
subcultures. They can be directed: that is, towards material wealth; reaching a conflict
situation in society; are various forms of addictive behavior (alcoholism, drug
addiction, unusual forms of sex, seeking ecstatic experiences, "extreme effects", etc.).

A critical view of this approach is based, first of all, on the understanding of the
free will of the subject of behavior, which means the decisive importance of one's
choice in the implementation of actions determined by the characteristics of a person's
orientation. According to Antonyan and E.G.Samovichev, the criminogenic effect of
external conditions is possible only for criminals who are inclined to the system of their
views and attitudes, values and leading motives, who do not see the possibilities of
other non-criminal methods. In addition, due to their personal circumstances, a number
of offenders show a tendency to create conditions for the realization of their negative
characteristics. Thus, a person of the epithymic type always finds something to
complain about, while a person of the paranoid type creates a reason for suspicion and
jealousy. A person's meeting with an antisocial group and joining it becomes natural
due to the person's value standards.

The above approaches to the criminal personality make a certain contribution to
his knowledge, but have limitations. In order to systematically explain the
criminogenic essence of the criminal, to provide scientific bases for solving practical
problems, it is necessary to study the psychological characteristics of his
characteristics, taking into account their functions in the genesis of criminal behavior,
their manifestation at different levels of mental regulation (intellectual, emotional,
impulsive ). As a result of such research, a structural-functional model of a
criminogenic person should be created, which includes the most important features,
criminogenic features and their functions in the mechanism of criminal behavior, as
well as features that encourage and ensure the commission of a crime.

In criminological and psychological literature, special attention is paid to the
typology of criminals built on the basis of differences in the motivation of criminal
behavior. It identifies the following types of criminals:

= "selfish": one who commits crimes for his own benefit, greed;

= "reputable™: persons who committed crimes in order to have a high social
position in life, to gain prestige, to be visible;

="game": persons who commit a crime primarily because of the opportunity
to experience a game, thrill, excitement;

= "'protection™ - persons trying to protect themselves from real or imaginary
dangers that threaten their life, health, honor, social status, material well-being
with the help of crime;

="violent": individuals who find satisfaction in causing pain, suffering and
death to others, i.e. those who committed violence for the sake of violence;

="sexual": persons who committed crimes to satisfy their sexual needs, to
confirm their biological and physiological state.
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This list of types of criminals based on differences in criminal motive is not
exhaustive. It can be filled with the following types:

= "alcohol" or "drug addiction": the commission of a crime is related to the
desire to obtain funds for the purchase of alcohol or drugs;

«"Conformal™ - persons who commit crimes in a group due to their
willingness to obey the group dynamics and their inability to self-determine;

= "ideological" or "fanaticism": among such criminals, the main motive for
committing a crime is a subjective value idea or ideals of a socio-political,
religious, national nature, or a symbol of the laws of the criminal community;

- "arginal” - the leading motive - adherence to the usual socially alienated
lifestyle;

«"Compensation™” - committing crimes based on compensation or relief
from the psychotraumatic experience of one's inferiority, humiliation and
stigmatization.

According to the characteristics of mental regulation, criminal behavior can be
divided into several types:

«"careful” - thinking in detail about the criminal offense, caution;

= "emotional" - committing a crime based mainly on the will of emotions;

«"Impulsive"” is a habit in the form of a reaction to situations of high
neuropsychic stress or intoxication, committing a crime according to criminal
stereotypes.

Based on the above, in the process of self-awareness of a person, as a result of
external and internal influences, as well as in the course of social life, as a result of
mental disorders and deviations, in the process of changes in a person's behavior, in
the process of becoming a criminal person, and in the process of mental disorders of a
criminal person, there are various with the individual prevention of these individuals,
in case of the occurrence of various motives, in the case of the first time committing a
crime, in the case of studying the reasons and characteristics of the person who commits
continuous crimes in the future psychological study of deviations in the spirit of self-
awareness, the need to engage in self-realization, and changes in outlook on life
provide an opportunity to recover or turn back from such a path.

Superwizja w praktyce psychologicznej odbywa si¢ w obecnym kontekscie,
jak dotad, w kontekscie kliknig¢ 1 publikacji ekspertow z zakresu wojennej sytuacji
spotecznej na Ukrainie iw przesziosci Federacji Rosyjskiej ekspertow 1 specjalistow
psychologii zdrowia psychicznego. Specjalisci, ktorzy czesto spotykaja si¢ z prosbami
1 warunkami klientow, z ktorymi wczesniej nie pracowali, ze wzgledu na sytuacje
spoleczng lub specjalizacje. Przykladem moze by¢ funkcja psychologa w réznych
instytucjach spotecznych polegajaca na informowaniu o tragicznych wiadomosciach o
stracie, ktorej czgsto moze towarzyszy¢ wtorna traumatyzacja samego psychologa.
Istnieje takze duze zapotrzebowanie spoleczne na specjalistow, ktorzy potrafig
kompleksowo podejs¢ do diagnostyki 1 pomocy osobom z objawami
wspolistniejgcymi, prosbami somatycznymi 1 barwnym obrazem problemdéw
psychospotecznych.

Tematyka superwizji zajmujg si¢ tacy naukowcy jak Z. Freuda, J. Wiener, P.
Dawid, r. Meisen, A. K. Hessa, wsréd wspotczesnych badaczy ukrainskich 1. W.
Uszakow, 1. W. Astremska, L. NA. Nikotajew. Z badaniami nad konsekwencjami
stresujgcych doswiadczen spotykamy si¢ w pismach Z. Freuda, H. Selye, M. Schur, F.
Aleksander, A. Mitscherlich, V. Broytigama P. Krystian i M. Rada.

Superwizja to proces ,,cigglego uczenia si¢ opartego na wspotpracy, opartego
na doswiadczeniu i transformacji”, ktory czerpie z praktyki i wiedzy naukowej. Jest to
relacja oparta na ,,wzajemnym zaufaniu, szacunku 1 uczciwosci”, ktéra uwzglednia
prosby przetozonego o nauke. Przeciez praktyka ta jest ograniczona wyrazng umowa 1
opiera si¢ na ogolnych i jednoznacznych modelach profesjonalnego wsparcia [1; 2].

Kompetencje praktykujacego psychologa obejmujg petienie roli zawodowe;j
w ramach standardow praktyki i obejmuja umiejetno$¢ prowadzenia odpowiedniej
pracy przez specjalistow w kontek$cie wybranych przez niego Srodkéw
interwencyjnych, dotyczacych konkretnych przypadkow zarzadzania klientem Iub
wyzwan osobistych spowodowanych r6éznymi czynnikami. tresci dotyczace
doswiadczen lub osobowosci klientow. Istotnym aspektem kompetencji jest zdolnos¢
specjalisty do poznania tego, czego nie wie 1 umiejetnosé refleksyjnego kontrolowania
swoich biezacych osiggnie¢ [1; 4].

Aby by¢ kompetentnym profesjonalista, psycholog musi posiadaé 1
utrzymywac¢ wiedze, umiejgtnosci oraz wartosci/wizje, ktére wyznaczajg jasne
kompetencje zawodowe superwizji, a takze ogolne kompetencje w obszarach praktyki
psychologicznej, ktore s3 monitorowane 1 uwzgledniane w realiach spotecznych.
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Stres to stan napigcia, bedacy zespolem ochronnych reakcji fizjologicznych
zachodzacych w organizmie w odpowiedzi na dziatanie roznych niekorzystnych
czynnikdéw (stresoré6w) — niezaspokojenia podstawowych potrzeb (zimno, gldd),
urazow psychicznych i fizycznych, m.in. a takze destrukcyjne dziatanie bodzcoéw
fizycznych (napromieniowanie, utrata krwi, urazy, infekcje).

W zaleznosci od rodzaju stresu i charakteru jego oddzialywania, wyrdznia si¢
rézne klasyfikacje stresu — stres fizjologiczny i psychologiczny (informacyjny i
emocjonalny). Réwniez rézne jego formy: impulsywna, hamujaca, uogdlniona —
prowadzg do zmian w procesach psychicznych [11].

Ostra reakcja stresowa moze by¢ wywotana zaréwno przez czynniki
egzogenne, jak 1 endogenne, co skutkuje zar6wno kontekstem o bardzo duzym
natezeniu, czg¢sto przytlaczajacym do przetworzenia przez osobge w okreslonym
przedziale czasu, ktory subiektywnie odczuwany jest jako bardzo krotki, albo obejmuje
potaczenie tych dwoch czynnikéw.

G. Selye wyrdznia dwa rodzaje stresu: stres korzystny — eustres i stres
szkodliwy — dystres. Badaczka wyrdznia takze trzy etapy tego procesu: Igk, opor
(przyzwyczajenie) oraz wyczerpanie 1 interpretuje stres jako ,,powszechng reakcje
adaptacyjng organizmu, ktora rozwija si¢ w odpowiedzi na zagrozenie zakldceniem
homeostazy™ [6; 8].

Czynniki determinujace przejscie stresu pierwotnego w dystres sg nastgpujace:

1. Emocjonalne i poznawcze — brak niezb¢dnych informacji lub przepetnienie
komunikatami informacyjnymi, negatywne prognozowanie sytuacji, poczucie
bezradnosci.

2. Natezenie czynnikOw stresogennych przekraczajace mozliwosci
adaptacyjne organizmu (to, co dzieje si¢ w subiektywnym odczuciu jednostki,
odbierane jest jako zbyt szybkie i intensywne).

3. Czas trwania ekspozycji na czynniki stresogenne, prowadzacy do
wyczerpania zasobow adaptacyjnych [6; 8].

Doswiadczenie ostrego stresu czesto prowadzi do regresywnych form reakcji.
Regresja to reakcja obronna, w ktorej cztowiek narazony jest na czynniki frustrujace,
zastepuje rozwigzania subiektywnie trudniejszych zadan takimi, ktore s dla niego
bezpieczniejsze 1 tatwiejsze. Stosowanie prostszych i bardziej znanych strategii
behawioralnych znaczaco utatwiato zycie w trudnej sytuacji.

Mechanizm ten obejmuje takze ochrong poprzez strategie ,realizacji w
dziataniu”, w ktorej nieSwiadome pragnienia lub konflikty wyrazaja si¢ bezposrednio
w dzialaniach uniemozliwiajacych ich realizacj¢. Dzigki temu w zachowaniu
osobowo0s$¢ moze powroci¢ do bezpiecznych stanow 1 wieku. Przyktadowo nastolatek
moze zaczaé zachowywac si¢ jak dziecko w wieku szkolnym, dorosty jak nastolatek
[8].

Jezeli ostry stres przypada na przeminigcie kryzysu wieku, moze to
doprowadzi¢ do utknigcia w ktoryms z okresow wiekowych lub jego ominigcia, przez
co odpowiednie zadania nie zostang zrealizowane na czas jak przy normalnym kryzysie
lub beda przezywane w bardzo niejasnej formie wzrasta prawdopodobienstwo
wystgpienia tzw. regresywnych, anormalnych stanéw kryzysowych. Kryzys
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nienormalny, nazywany czesciej kryzysem zyciowym, nie jest zwigzany z
zakonczeniem pewnego etapu rozwoju umystowego, pewnego etapu Sciezki zyciowe;.
Powstaje w trudnych sytuacjach zyciowych, gdy cztowiek przechodzi do§wiadczenie,
ktore nagle i radykalnie zmienia jego homeostaze funkcjonowania. Takie zdarzenia
moga mie¢ miejsce w zyciu rodzinnym, zawodowym 1 osobistym. Kolizje zyciowe sg
szczegoblnie trudne do przezycia w kontekscie frustrujacych doswiadczen, ze wzgledu
na niezgodno$¢ z idealnym obrazem siebie, w kontekscie osiggnie¢ i relacji. Takie
opoznione kryzysy moga objawia¢ si¢ bardzo dotkliwie w ciggu zycia z powodu braku
poczucia swojego miejsca w spoteczenstwie, problemu w petnieniu znaczacych rol
spotecznych, ucieczki z bliskich relacji, emigracji, nagtej zmiany zawodu, choroby
psychosomatycznej, ktora staje si¢ Srodkiem kontaktu oraz regresja do wczesnych
doswiadczen [8] .

Somatyczny poziom przetwarzania ostrego stresu obejmuje powrot do
podstawowych form reakcji, co ilustruje podejs$cie resomatyzacji/desomatyzacji (M.
Schur), ktory psychosomatyke wyjasnia jako powrdt do dziecigcych sposobow
reagowania emocjonalnego — dziecko wyraza emocje caltym sobg ciato. Resomatyzacja
zachodzi u jednostki niedojrzalej, z niedostateczng socjalizacjg fizycznosci 1
niewystarczajacg jej Swiadomoscia (powrot do procesu dojrzaltej reakcji nazywany jest
desomatyzacja) [7].

Z. Freud uwazat choroby psychosomatyczne za forme regresywnej obrony,
ktora pomaga jednostce radzi¢ sobie ze stresem. W ten sposob regresywny stosunek do
wlasnej fizycznoS$ci poprzez symptom umozliwia przejscie od przezy¢ wewngtrznych,
sublimacj¢ ich na poziom cielesny [7; 8].

U pacjentow z zaburzeniami psychosomatycznymi zakaz zaspokajania potrzeb
prowadzi do stanow regresywnych, w ktorych potrzeby i zwigzane z nimi emocje
wyrazaja si¢ fizjologicznie. F. Alexander wykazal, ze mozliwe sa dwie formy
autonomicznych reakcji na przezycie stresu. Moga to by¢ stany, ktore powstaja, gdy
nie mozna zamanifestowac agresywnych reakcji (walki lub ucieczki). Jesli rywalizacja,
agresywnos¢ 1 wrogos¢ sg ttumione lub thumione, uktad wspdlczulny jest zawsze w
stanie cigglego pobudzenia [3].

Przyczyny chorob psychosomatycznych wedtug teorii M. Schura, wigza si¢ z
nieskoordynowang aktywnoscig Ego 1 regresja, w wyniku ktérej Ego znajduje si¢ na
nizszym poziomie funkcjonowania psychosomatycznego. W procesie rozwoju Ego
psychika i somatyka stopniowo oddzielaja si¢ i zwigzana z nimi bezposrednia
,wlasciwos¢ psychofizjologiczna” zanika, ale w roéznych, zwykle niesprzyjajacych
sytuacjach, mozliwa jest rowniez regresja. A. Mitscherlich zaproponowat koncepcje
,przemieszczenia dwufazowego”, ktora jest bliska modelowi M. Schury. Uwazwat, ze
wraz z rzeczywistg lub wyimaginowang uruchamiajgcg wazny obiekt ego zuboza si¢ i
pojawia si¢ pojawia si¢ psychosomatyczne. Przez utrate isistnego przedmiotu badacza
rozumie si¢ utrate osoby vysznej do zycia. Godenie z tl poczecie choroby
psychosomatycznej w swoim rozwoju przebiegajacym przez dwie fazy — nerwice 1
przej$cie somatyczne. Pierwsza faza obejmuje kryzys osobisty, ktory prowadzi do
powstania objawu wskazujacego na stabos¢ ochrony psychologicznej, niezdolnos¢ do
analizy leku frustracyjnego. W drugiej fazie nastgpuje zaburzenie dynamiki
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mechanizmow obronnych organizmu. Mechanizm ten realizowany jest w ten sposob,
ze miejsce utraconych obiektéw zewnetrznych w celu przezwyci¢zenia rzeczywiscie
niekorzystnej sytuacji zajmuja obiekty wewnetrzne, ktore zaczynaja oddziatywac na
ciato, deformujac je zgodnie z jego celami. Funkcjonowanie funkcji organizmu zostaje
zaburzone, a afekt ma bezposredni zwigzek z objawami fizjologicznymi [4; 5; 6].

Kluczowe wyznaczniki interpretacji zjawiska aleksytymii wedlug V.
Broytigam P. Chrze$cijanin 1 M. Doradztwo obejmuje nast¢pujace aspekty: pierwotne
utknigcie we wezesnych stadiach ontogenezy; regresja w wyniku przezycia sytuacji
psychotraumatycznej; koncepcja psychologicznego dziedziczenia aleksytymicznych
wzorcOw zachowan; zaburzenia neurofizjologiczne osrodkowego uktadu nerwowego;
interpretacja aleksytymii jako konsekwencji spotecznych potrzeb adaptacyjnych
jednostki [3].

Mozemy zatem stwierdzi¢, ze regresywna forma reakcji na ostry stres moze
mie¢ rozne poziomy manifestacji, emocjonalna obejmuje sptaszczenie reakcji
afektywnej, zamknigcie emocjonalne, niezdolno$¢ do interakcji w zwigzkach. Poziom
behawioralny obejmuje powrdét do reakcji charakterystycznych dla znacznie
mtodszych grup wiekowych, niemozno$¢ przejscia przez kryzysy wieku 1
zintegrowania swoich doswiadczen. Poziom psychosomatyczny to wieloaspektowa
ponowna realizacja 1 czg¢sto ponowne przezywanie nieprzetworzonych stresujgcych
doswiadczen.

I. W. Uszakow wyrdznia dwie strategie superwizyjne superwizji nad sprawg z
traumatycznym dos$wiadczeniem, a mianowicie mediacyjng (zadaniem superwizora
jest monitorowanie umiarkowania zaangazowania 1 abstynencji superwizanta w
sytuacjach z traumatycznym doswiadczeniem oraz pomoc superwizantowi w
przystosowaniu si¢ do wyzwan) oraz wspierajacy (przetozony wykazuje wrazliwos¢
na réznice w potrzebach i nie ma wobec nich uprzedzen) [1, s.

MATHEMATICAL MODELING OF CORE BODY
TEMPERATURE MEASUREMENT

Introduction. Thermodiagnostics is an important method of non-invasive
research, which is based on the analysis of the temperature characteristics of human
body tissues. This approach is used to detect pathological changes, such as
inflammation, neoplasms, or other diseases accompanied by local temperature
changes. The main advantage of thermodiagnostics is its ability to provide early
detection of pathologies without the need for invasive intervention, which is especially
Important for patients who seek to avoid traumatic diagnostic methods.

One of the key tools of thermodiagnostics is a radio thermometer, which allows
you to measure the internal temperature of tissues at different depths. To increase the
accuracy of such measurements, it is important to understand how different parameters
of the device affect the results of the study. A mathematical model that describes the
physical processes of measurement allows you to analyze these parameters, such as
measurement frequency, wavelength, or signal penetration depth [1, 2].

Development of a mathematical model and its implementation in the form of
software code in MATLAB or Python environments provides the opportunity to
conduct numerical experiments. This allows us to assess the impact of key parameters
on the accuracy and reliability of measurements, as well as develop recommendations
for calibrating real devices. This approach not only improves the efficiency of radio
thermometers but also contributes to their further improvement for practical use in
medical diagnostics.

Research results and their discussion. Measuring internal body temperature
using a radio thermometer is based on measuring the intrinsic electromagnetic radiation
of the internal parts of the body in the ultrahigh-frequency range.

The mathematical model of the radio thermometer is based on the physical
principles of radiation of heat waves by the human body according to Planck'’s law and
Boltzmann's radiation law, as well as on the transmission of these waves through
tissues. The mathematical model of the radio thermometer allows you to determine the
temperature of internal tissues by measuring the intensity of microwave radiation [1,
3,4].
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The main component of the mathematical model of the radio thermometer is the
physical law of radiation described by Planck's law:

To use this law when operating a radio thermometer, which usually operates in the
range from 300 MHz to 5 GHz, with a wavelength from 5 mm to 1 m, it is necessary
to use an approximation of Planck’s law - the Rayleigh-Jeans law (2), which is better

suited for calculation and simplifies the formula:

The next component in the mathematical model is the temperature distribution in
tissues depending on the thermal conductivity and tissue density or thermal

conductivity equation (3):

Another component considered in the mathematical model is the attenuation of
electromagnetic waves in tissues, described by the Bouguer-Lambert law (4):

u - absorption coefficient depending on tissue properties,

d — penetration depth.

The final component in the mathematical model of a radiothermometer
measurement will be the superposition of signals from different tissue layers (5). The
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signal recorded by a radiothermometer is the sum of the radiation from different tissue
layers, each of which is modified by absorption and scattering.

The mathematical model is implemented in the form of a program code that allows:

1. Set the initial parameters (frequency and wavelength, tissue properties).

2. Solve the heat conduction equation for the temperature distribution in tissues.

3. Calculate the total signal recorded by the radio thermometer based on the model
parameters.

4. Visualize the influence of the parameters on the accuracy and stability of
measurements.

The mathematical model code is available at [5].

The following input parameters were used for the mathematical model, which can
be changed if necessary: measurement depth from 0 to 5 cm, body surface temperature
310.15 K (37 C°), tissue thermal conductivity coefficient 0.5 (which corresponds to the
thermal conductivity of muscle tissue), metabolic heat generated by tissues 5000 W/m3
(muscle tissue), tissue density 1000 kg/m3, specific heat capacity 3500 J/kg*K,
wavelength 30 cm, frequency 1 GHz.

Fig. 1 shows a graph of wave attenuation due to tissue absorption, which is
described by an exponential law. If the absorption coefficient is large, the signal decays
faster - this limits the device's ability to measure temperature at significant depths.
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Figure 1. Dependence of radiation intensity on measurement depth considering
wave attenuation.

The measurement results obtained from the mathematical model are consistent with
the physical principles and laws that describe the properties of waves and temperature.
The mathematical model of the radio thermometer is based on the physical principles
of thermal radiation and takes into account the peculiarities of microwave wave
absorption in tissues. It allows you to convert the measured radiation intensity into a
temperature value, which is used for non-invasive diagnostics of internal processes in
the body.

Conclusions. The mathematical model of a radio thermometer developed in this
study provides a framework for analyzing and optimizing the parameters affecting the
accuracy of internal body temperature measurements. By integrating principles from
Planck's law, the Rayleigh-Jeans law, and the thermal conductivity and wave
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attenuation equations, this model offers insights into how device characteristics and
tissue properties influence measurement outcomes.

The results demonstrate that wave attenuation significantly affects the
measurement depth and signal reliability, emphasizing the need for precise calibration
of radio thermometers. The implementation of the model in Python enables detailed
numerical experiments, facilitating the evaluation and improvement of device
performance for practical medical diagnostics. This research contributes to advancing
thermodiagnostics technologies by offering a tool to guide the development of more
accurate and reliable non-invasive devices.

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REVITALIZATION OF CULTURAL TOURISM
THROUGH VIRTUAL AND AUGMENTED REALITY:
INSIGHTS FROM UKRAINE AND SWITZERLAND

Cultural tourism is crucial in preserving heritage while driving economic and social
benefits. In recent years, virtual reality (VR) and augmented reality (AR) emerged as
transformative tools in cultural tourism, enhancing visitor engagement and experience.
The global AR and VR market is projected to reach $367.5 billion by 2030 (Meticulous
Research, 2024), signalling the rapid expansion of these technologies across various
industries, including cultural heritage and tourism.

Cultural revitalization is the process of reclaiming and re-evaluating cultural
practices, traditions, and values lost or marginalized due to historical or contemporary
factors (Anthroholic, 2024). In Ukraine, this need has intensified due to the impact of
war, prompting a nationwide effort to restore, preserve, and promote its cultural
identity. Consequently, VR and AR projects in Ukraine have predominantly focused
on heritage conservation. Initiatives such as Backup Ukraine (Polycam & UNESCO,
2024) and The Museum of UA Victory (Pixelated Realities NPO, 2023) leverage VR
and AR to digitally reconstruct destroyed or endangered heritage sites, ensuring their
preservation for future generations. These projects also align with Sustainable
Development Goal 11.4, which emphasizes safeguarding cultural and natural heritage
(UNESCO Institute for Statistics, n.d.).

Meanwhile, Switzerland has primarily utilized VR and AR to enhance visitor
engagement in museums and cultural sites. Institutions such as the Swiss Museum of
Transport in Lucerne offer immersive experiences like Red Bull The Edge, a virtual
climb of the Matterhorn (Verkehrshaus, 2024). Research confirms that VR has
transformed museum experiences, immersing visitors in art and history. Studies further
indicate that VR fosters deeper engagement and learning by enabling interactive
exploration and providing access to otherwise inaccessible sites and artefacts (Li &
Mohd Kamal, 2024).

Public interest in VR for museum experiences is substantial. A global survey
conducted as part of the £5.6 million Museums in the Metaverse (MiM) project at the
University of Glasgow found that 79% of respondents expressed interest in using
digital technology to explore museum collections. The study also revealed that these
technologies particularly appeal to audiences under 35 (Museums Association, 2025).

Despite the growing number of museums worldwide that now exceeds 95,000
(UNESCO, 2023), limited research shows the proportion of institutions implementing
VR and AR and the necessity and impact of such innovations. This represents a crucial
gap in understanding how immersive experiences influence visitor satisfaction,
retention, and overall perception of cultural institutions.
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While AR and VR technologies are gaining industry recognition through awards
such as the Auggie Awards and the AIXR XR Awards, these accolades primarily focus
on entertainment and interactive media, with limited emphasis on history, culture, or
revitalization (Auggie Awards, 2024; AIXR, 2024). This presents an opportunity for
the cultural sector to integrate VR into revitalization efforts more profoundly and to
gain broader recognition within the immersive technology industry.

This study highlights key research gaps, including the statistical mapping of VR
museum adoption, demographic engagement patterns, and the potential of VR to
reconstruct lost historical elements. Additionally, it emphasizes the sustainability
benefits of VR in cultural tourism, reducing physical strain on fragile heritage sites
while expanding global accessibility. By examining case studies from Ukraine and
Switzerland, this research contributes to a broader understanding of how immersive
technologies bridge cultural tourism gaps, fostering preservation and innovation.
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Considering globalization as a process of global economic, political, and cultural
integration, we observe the convergence of business and consumer cultures among
different countries of the world and an increase in international communication. In this
context of global relations, the English language emerges as the primary universal
language, as it holds immense importance for intercultural communication, trade,
industrial, and diplomatic relations, as well as tourism across all continents.

The service sector is one of the three main sectors of the Ukrainian economy,
encompassing a wide range of commercial services. This includes financial, hotel and
restaurant, transport, retail, insurance, medical, educational, entertainment, marketing,
and other areas. The service sector is aimed at meeting the needs and desires of clients,
as well as solving their problems [1, p. 45].

Today, employees, especially in the service sector, must possess a high level of
overall development, be able to work with modern equipment, and have digital literacy
and proficiency in foreign languages [2].

The main challenges that students specializing in tourism face in professional
foreign communication include insufficient language proficiency, difficulties in
adapting to intercultural communication, and limited access to practical
communication opportunities. First, it is necessary to be proficient in a foreign
language for effective interaction with clients and partners. This requires deep
theoretical knowledge of the foreign language they use in their professional sphere and
practical communication skills. Students must master the specific terminology used in
the tourism industry, which can be challenging due to the diversity of languages and
cultures. Second, students often have limited practical work experience, which
complicates their ability to apply their knowledge in practice. Communication with
international partners and clients is crucial, requiring knowledge of not just the
language but also cultural specifics. Professional business communication in a foreign
language requires participants in the educational process to direct their efforts towards
using new linguistic units without grammatical and stylistic errors to ensure the free
flow of data in the informational space of business negotiations. Students are required
to master the business English course at a level that allows them to compete in the job
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market. In addition, students may face challenges in verbal and non-verbal
communication, which is critical in interactions within the tourism business. It is also
Important to be familiar with new information technologies used in the tourism
business, which can pose an additional barrier for students lacking experience in IT.

Considering the above, it can be concluded that the training of specialists in the
service sector, as well as in other areas of the economy, must take into account modern
personnel requirements. To meet these requirements foreign language study should not
only focus on mastering language grammar but also on developing communication
skills and cultural understanding. In this regard, the development of foreign language
professional communication is especially relevant when preparing specialists in the
service sector.

There are several methods used in educational institutions to develop foreign
language professional communication when training specialists in the service sector,
such as: integration of practical tasks (role-playing scenarios and customer service
simulations); use of interactive technologies (simulations in virtual reality (VR) and
online language platforms); individualized learning (diagnostic assessments and
personalized tasks); practices in intercultural communication (cultural competence
training, case studies, and cultural analysis); foreign internships [3, p. 182].

To foster the socio-cultural competence of students it is advisable to accompany
lessons with linguistic and cultural commentary. The latter includes examples of filling
out forms, writing cover letters, résumés, orders, confirmations, creating business
cards, formatting advertising letters, and contracts. Performing such exercises will be
more effective if real situations are presented to students. This type of task aims to
increase motivation for learning and provides the opportunity to solve real
communicative tasks, avoid potential communicative or cultural barriers in typical
future situations, and expand the arsenal of communicative strategies for
communication.

The main methods for developing intercultural competence in the process of
studying the business course are modeling methods, search methods, and the technique
of selecting relevant behavior patterns (critical incidents). The technique for selecting
relevant behavior patterns has become a widespread approach to forming students'
intercultural competence, as it encourages the interpretation of real-life situations, the
resolution of which lies in cultural differences. Such methods assume practical
orientation, an activity-based approach, creativity, gaming elements, dialogic
interaction, interactivity, and group work. Students conduct search work aimed at
solving a specific problem. As a result, they acquire knowledge that expands their
understanding of cultural differences and the importance of accounting for them in
business conduct.

The selection of teaching materials and thematic blocks in teaching professional
English is complicated by the fact that the target audience, referred to as “pre-
experienced learners,” lacks professional experience [4]. Such students show low
motivation regarding the study of the course at the beginning of its instruction, and
they have no background knowledge that could serve as a solid foundation for
communication. It is very helpful to use electronic didactic materials developing such
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foreign language communication skills as speaking, writing, listening, reading, and
watching video files [5].

For example, The British Council online platform offers didactic materials for
practicing all five aspects (speaking, writing, listening, reading, and watching video
files) within the framework of the Business English course [6]. Here, users can find a
wide range of resources to develop skills in conducting interviews, writing properly
constructed emails in English, and studying business topics and issues. The student
watches videos, listens to podcasts, or reads articles, and then completes specially
designed tasks that help them understand the topic and use the acquired language skills.

In the process of developing and enhancing English-speaking competence among
students, the study of social and professional contexts, as well as the combination of
collective, socially significant, and personal variables, becomes particularly relevant.
Thus, foreign language speaking competence, despite its constant mobility and
variability, is perceived as a sum of knowledge that serves as a kind of guide for further
language behavior and communication, which is necessary for students in their future
professional activities.

Thus, the teachers’ efforts and work at the lessons to solve the most challenging
issues in professional English language communicatin among tourism students should
be aimed at developing motivation, cognitive interest, communication skKills,
background knowledge, as well as sociocultural and intercultural competencies. When
selecting didactic electronic resources and methods for their application, it is important
to focus on practical orientation for the effective integration of future specialists into
the business environment. It is essential to consider the target group and its level of
English language proficiency. It gives the ability to create one’s own educational
content at different levels and to combine various forms of student knowledge
assessment to implement the principles of individualized learning and partnership
among the subjects of the educational process.
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
